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Package everyshi, written by Martin Schroder, cannot be used with Japanese classes for vertical writing
(tarticle.cls, etc). This behavior is not comfortable, since everyshi is required by some other packages

(e.g. tikz) and causes an error:

! Incompatible direction list can’t be unboxed.

The package pxeveryshi provides a patch for everyshi to work with both horizontal and vertical writing.
With pIATEX 2¢ 2020-10-01 or later, this package does nothing because the pIATEX 2¢ itself handles the
situation. Therefore, you will not need this package at all.
