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You need to either specify the number of pages in your PDF
book, or provide the path to the PDF. In the latter case,
the pages will be counted using "qpdf," which has to be
installed:

\documentclass [pages=200,pdf=book.pdf] {kdpcover}
\begin{document}

\putSpine{my book}

\end{document}
