install it using the respective package manager. If you would like to install archaeologie
manually, do the following: Download the folder archaeologie with all relevant files
from the CTAN-server® and copy the content of the zip-file to the $LOCALTEXMF
directory of your system.?

2 Usage

The name of the bibETEX-style is archaeologie which has to be activated in the preamble.

Without any further options the style follows the rules of the German Archaeological
Institute. No additional settings are needed, but you can change the outcome by using
some options which are explained below.®

For an easy and unproblematic compiling we suggest to use XgIgX or LuaTEX.
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At the end of your document you can write the command \printbibliography to print
the bibliography. Since archaeologie supports different citations of various texts such as
those of ancient authors and modern scholars we suggest having them listed in separate
bibliographies. Further information can be found below (section 6).

3 Overview

There follows a quick overview of possible options of the style archaeologie. Contrary
to the alphabetically ordered description later (section 4) they here are listed by topic.
Furthermore you can - at your own risk — also use the conventional bibKIEX-options
relating to indent, etc. For that please see the excellent documentation of bibKIEX.

3.1 Preamble options
3.1.1 Additional bibliographies and macro lists

A separate bibliography-file is loaded, in which round about 600 ancient authors and
works are listed and can be cited right away; cf. section 4.1.1.

A separate bibliography-file is loaded, in which the common corpora for ancient
studies are stored cf. section 4.1.2. Additionally this activates the bibliography
archaeologie-lstabbrv.bib.

Activates the additional bibliography file archaeologie-lstabbrv.bib. It provides a list
of journals and series according to the abbreviations of the German Archaeological In-
stitute which can be used as @String macros in bibliography entries; cf. section 4.1.3.

Activates the additional bibliography file archaeologie-lstlocations.bib with @String
macros of locations which can be used to automatically print out their correct exonym
in the selected language; cf. section 4.1.4.

Activates the additional bibliography file archaeologie-lstpublishers.bib with @String
macros of several publishers which can be used to easily print out their names; cf. sec-
tion 4.1.5.

3.1.2 Notation of names

In the bibliography full names of authors and/or editors are shown; cf. section 4.1.13.

You can chose how the name of authors or editors are displayed within your text when
they are cited with \citeauthor{(bibtex-key)}. You can chose between the options
(initials), (full), (family), (firstfull); cf. section 4.1.10.

First names are abbreviated keeping digraphs and trigraphs (this is default); cf. sec-
tion 4.1.19.

Cited names are shown with small capital letters cf. section 4.1.12. Bibliography entries
with option={ancient} or option={frgancient} (sections 4.2.1 and 4.2.2) are not af-
fected by this option.
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3.1.3 Manner of citing

Switches “ed.”/“Hrsg.” to “ed. by”/“hrsg. v; cf. section 4.1.16.

Each bibliography entry which is an @Inreference is fully referenced according to the
special rules of the German Archaeological Institute for manuals and encyclopaedias; cf.
section 4.1.8.

By default the short titles of journals and series (shortjournal and shortseries) are
shown in the bibliography. With this option full titles are printed instead (journaltitle
and series); cf. section 4.1.14.

All locations and the publisher is shown. It also changes the format of the edition and
the first print; cf. section 4.1.15.

By default archaeologie prints author-year-system. With this option you can change
it to a different outcome (but still according to the rules of the German Archaeological
Institute). So the first citation will be a full citation and all the following citations will
refer to the first full citation; cf. section 4.1.6

Original title, translator and original language are shown in the bibliography. Setting a
bibliography entry to option={ancient} this behaviour is default; cf. section 4.1.7.

The year is shown in parentheses; cf. section 4.1.11.

Switches the order of series and year; cf. section 4.1.9.

3.1.4 Global bibliography settings
width={value} defines the bibliography width between label and reference; cf. sec-
tion 4.1.17.

Reveals at the end of each reference a summary of citations in the text; cf. section 4.1.18.

3.2 Entry Options

A single bibliography entry can contain a value in its options-field. Depending on the
option it changes the behaviour of how that entry is cited; cf. sections 4.2 and 5. Beside
their distinct properties all of these options have in common that the separating comma
between citation and page record is missing. Actually this concerns citation of ancient
texts and corpora where usually the shorthand-field is printed in citations.

The entry is an ancient source (e. g. Cicero, Plutarch, etc); cf. section 4.2.1.
The entry is a fragmentary ancient source (e. g. Festus); cf. section 4.2.2.

Only the shorthand-field is printed. This is needed especially for corpora of inscriptions
or coins (CIL, AE, RIC, etc.); cf. section 4.2.4.

In cases there are different translations of an ancient work you can decide which one
is the standard translation and which ones should be made unique by displaying the
translator/series/editor; cf. section 4.2.3.

3.3 Cite commands

As always citing is done with \cite:
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\ cite[(prenote)l[(postnote)]{(bibtex-key)}

(prenote) sets a short preliminary note (e.g. “Vgl”) and (postnote) is usually used for
page numbers. If only one optional argument is used then it is [(postnote)].

The (bibtex-key) corresponds to the key from the bibliography file.

\parencite Sometimes a citation has to be put in parentheses. Therefore we implemented the com-
mand \parencite:

Especially in @Inreference citations the parentheses change to (square) brackets. The
example shown in section 7.3 makes it clear.

3.4 Entries with @String

The citation rules of the German Archaeological Institute instruct to abbreviate journals
and series according to a given list.” For this purpose we provide a list with bibliogra-
phy macros which refer to these abbreviations. These abbreviations can be included by
loading package option lstabbrv (cf. section 4.1.3). Besides there are two further lists
with @String macros cf. sections 4.1.4 and 4.1.5.

The style archaeologie respects the guidelines of the German Archaeological Institute
and is therefore compatible with the given abbreviations of journals and series. To min-
imize the susceptibility to errors and to omit unnecessary typing of sometimes very
long journal titles archaeologie works with so-called @Strings. The advantage of these
@Strings is that several bibliography entries can be defined by one globally given value.
The @String is loaded at begin of the bib-file, therefore all @Strings have to be previous
to all other bibliography entries.

To use this offer of simplification the following bibliography fields should be field with
such a a @String: journaltitle and shortjournal, (series and shortseries. In section 13

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there is a list with all the abbreviations given by the German Archaeological Institute,
in which the @String (with endings -short for shortjournal or shortseries) are listed
in the left column. An @String has to be written without any curly brackets.?

Whether using the provided abbreviation list with lstabbrv or filling the journaltitle
and shortjournal fields manually, archaeologie uses by default short titles if defined.
The default embedding of such abbreviations can be switched off, of course. In case you
use the package option noabbrv in the preamble (see section 4.1.14), then the output
changes as follows:

Nevertheless the advantage of our abbreviation list lies in the possibility of creating a
separate bibliography with all the abbreviations of used journal titles and series (see
section 6) without being prone to citation differences and typing errors.

However, if a journal or a series is not included in the list (section 13) then this jour-
nal/series will not be abbreviated and converted to full title in curly brackets in the re-
spective field e. g. journaltitle={(title of the journal)} or series={(name of the series)}.
Therefore the field content will not be printed. At least biblatex-biber gives a warning

If you use JabRef in its non-coding window, then you have to write #AyasofyaMuezYil#. JabRef
converts this internally to a @String and omits the # in the coding window. BibDesk provides such
conversion as well by pressing + [R] which enables direct BibTeX typing without enclosing curly
brackets.
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in its log which can be checked.” For the following examples we use @String whenever
it is appropriate and possible.

Lastly we want to point out that @Strings can also be used partly as following shows:

Each time you want to leave the @String environment and enter the curly bracket en-
vironment (and reverse) make use of a hash # to concatenate elements.

4 Details of optional preferences

In the following we give a more detailed insight into the various options of archaeologie
and show their results on the bases of concrete examples. Changes made by these op-
tions are coloured in red.

4.1 Preamble options
Optional preferences in the preamble are loaded within the package bibKIgX:

backend=biber, % activates biber which is done by default anyway
% (but will give an error if not done here)

style=archaeologie, % loads the style archaeologie
inreferences=true, % option inreferences is loaded
Istabbrv % option lstabbrv is loaded as well

In this example the style archaeologie is loaded with options inreferences and Istabbrv.
Now, manual entries don’t appear in author-year-style anymore and journal/series
@string-macros are enabled. By the way, it doesn’t matter if you write inreferences
or inreferences=true.

Each of the listed options is disabled by default even if we strongly recommend their use
in particular the additional bibliographies and @String lists. All remaining options are
rather a matter of taste.

Despite to the overview section (section 3) the following list is arranged in alphabetic
order.

4.1.1 bibancient

In case of citing ancient authors and their works you can do it with common \cite-

9 For example something like “‘journaltitle’ in entry (entrykey) cannot be null, deleting it”.
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commands. Exclusively for this case we included a modification that respects the dif-
ferent citation of ancient authors and works. With the option bibancient you load
an additional bibliography called archaeologie-bibancient.bib in which we inserted
almost 600 ancient authors and works with their abbreviation according to The New
Pauly/Thesaurus Linguae Latinae. For the complete list of those see section 9. Using
these pre-sets is recommended because it will guarantee a high level of consistency and
minimize error-proneness.

You can cite the authors or works with their bibtex-key which you find in bold in the
left column of the list. Authors and works are separated in the bibtex-key by a colon.
The entry on the right marks the shorthand which will be printed in your paper.

Let us make it clear with an example:

With the loaded option bibancient you can cite like this:

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4.1.2 bibcorpora

This loads an additional bibliography which contains the most important corpora for
ancient studies, so you can cite them right away in your document without creating a
new bibentry by yourself. These corpora are listed in section 10. Advantage and usage
mostly correspond to bibancient, so have a look at section 4.1.1 for details.

4.1.3 lIstabbrv

If you want to benefit from the above mentioned method with @String (cf. section 3.4)
you have to activate the option called Istabbrv (list of abbreviations) in the preamble.
Once activated the additional bibliography archaeologie-lstabbrv.bib is loaded. In this
bibliography all abbreviations listed in section 13 are stored; for further details of usage
see section 3.4.

4.1.4 Istlocations

This loads an additional bibliography with @Strings of locations used to print out their
correct exonym in the selected language. In that case you are not forced to change
location spelling when switching the language. (Otherwise it is necessary to adjust
location names like Rome to Rom or Roma in your potentially multiple-used bibliography
each time you change the language of your scientific text). For details on the locations
list, cf. section 11.

4.1.5 Istpublishers

Activates the additional bibliography file archaeologie-lstpublishers.bib with @Strings
of publishers which can be used to print out their correct name. Benefits are similar to
the other lists mentioned above and in section 3.4. For the list, cf. section 12

4.1.6 seenote

Even if author-year-citation seems to be commonly accepted in Ancient Studies in the
meantime you may want to use a traditional citation style. For this purpose you can
switch to the other allowed citation rule by the German Archaeological Institute which
works like this: If you cite a work for the first time in a footnote archaeologie will
print a full cite which contains all bibliography elements. Henceforward each following
citation is printed as short cite and will additionally refer to the footnote where the first
cite was done. Bibliography entries with options={ancient} are excluded from this
speciality and are cited as always.

You can use the cite-commands \cite(s) and \parencite(s) but \textcite(s) will be-
have like \cite(s) because seenote actually just checks for occurrences in footnotes and
does not refer to cites in running text.

4.1.7 translation

Once this option is activated the original title, the original language and the translator
of the work are printed (origtitle, origlanguage, translator). For ancient texts and
fragments (options={ancient} or options={frgancient}) this is default, so they will

always be printed with original title, language and translator.

An example will clarify matters: The bibliographical entry Lefebvre2011 contains fol-

lowing fields:

There is the possibility to cite inreferences in the footnote as a full citations. It is only

required that the bibliography-entry is an @Inreference (cf. section 5.7).

Activating inreferences=true causes the cited @Inreference entry to be auto-
matically omitted in the (final) bibliography, because the entry is fully cited before
in the footnotes (also stated in the German Archaeological Institute rules).

4.1.10 citeauthorformat

Every time you mention authors in the running text it is possible to cite them directly
with their names (\citeauthor{ (bibtex-key)}) or their works (\citetitle{({bibtex-key)1});
this has the benefit that they will be linked to your bibliography (cf. section 3.3).

By default the author’s name is printed with abbreviated first name'® and last name. If
you prefer to have full names printed (in running text, not in the bibliography!) switch
on the option citeauthorformat=full. If you want in contrast the authors to be shorten
to their last names use citeauthorformat=~family.

The following example illustrates it:

If you use citeauthorformat=firstfull the first citation will look like (c), but after that
that all following citations of \citeauthor{Boehmer1985} will change to the default
behaviour and show the initials.

Two things are left to mention:

(a) Citing an author in a footnote always prints last names, no matter which citing
option is chosen.

(b) There is a slightly different behaviour if you use \citeauthor or \citetitle with
ancient authors and work titles (options={ancient}). Instead of printing the field
author which contains usually the full ancient name the field shortauthor is con-
sidered in which you can record the more common name of the ancient author. An-
cient work titles will be printed without the year in parentheses. Both are demon-

Once activated all locations and the publisher are printed. This will lead to a different
output of the edition which will be right in front of the year. In case of reprint or second
edition the first edition origyear will be put in square brackets after the year.

then there is no indent at all.

4.2 Bibliography entry options
4.2.1 ancient

This option was found in an excellent bibKIEX-style called geschichtsfrkl ( by Jonathan
Zachhuber),'3 so after some modifications we adopted and included it into archaeologie.

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If you intend to cite ancient authors we strongly recommend this option to you because
it enables you to cite ancient texts in the style archaeologists and historians are used to
plus you get entirely supported bibliography referencing.

4.2.3 uniqueme

Let us stick to ancient works for the option uniqueme: Sometimes you cite different
kinds of translations of one ancient author. Despite you have several books the abbre-
viation of the ancient work is still the same and will be shown without a difference.
For these cases we introduced an option with which you can decide which translation
should be cited in the common citation and which ones should be enhanced with e.g.
the translator, the series, or the editor.

Let us give you an example with the most famous ancient architect Vitruv: Since he is
so famous there are variant translations of his text. The German translation should be
the standard referenced translation; the bibliographical entry looks like this:

4.2.4 corpus

There are some corpora (e.g. inscriptions, minted coins, vases, etc.) which are usu-
ally cited with a common abbreviation. Those abbreviations are typed in in the field
shorthand. To cite such a corpus with its abbreviation you have to write an additional
options={corpus? in the bibliographical entry. Now you can cite it as usual with the
[(prenote)] or [{postnote)] you like to have.

5 Examples of entry types

The style archaeologie defines several so-called bibliographical drivers, which allow
you to cite different kind of works. Below we describe how they are working and which
fields you should fill out. For the examples we don’t use any further options which are
described above.

5.1 Type @Book

@Book Let’s start with an easy example: a book or a collection (both are treated equally). You
@Collection can use the following fields:

mandatory: author/editor, title, subtitle, titleaddon, location, year,

5.8 Type @Review

Reviews in journals are best cited when they are edited as a @Review. For a full citation
of a review you have to name the reviewed work in detail. The following example will

show an easy way to combine the review with the reviewed work.

This so-
called bibstring is especially for reviews and contains the language based correct abbre-
viation for Review of or e.g. Rez. zu. You don’t have to type in all relevant information
of the reviewed work in the entry of the review, since they will be inserted automatically
and dynamically with the related-function. So whenever settings in the reviewed work
are changed the print of the review will be automatically adjusted. Furthermore, even
if the review is cited, the reviewed work won’t be listed in the bibliography until it is
explicitly cited in the text.

\printbibliography As long as you don’t use the optionseenote—for which a final bibliography is not
seenote needed—you will need to print your cited entries in a bibliography at a certain place
in your document. It can be useful to differentiate your bibliography and divide it e. g.
into a bibliography with ancient authors and one with modern scholars. Additionally
you can have a bibliography with the shorthand shortcuts or all abbreviated journal
titles, etc.

How the different bibliographies can be set up is explained now: Let’s assume you want
to have a bibliography with the ancient authors and one with modern scholars. Since
the entries of the ancient authors have the field keyword={ancient} (or should have)
this is done quite easy.

But first we define the heading of the whole bibliography:

You only need to insert the individual Zenon-number of the
entry, e.g. http://zenon.dainst.org/Record/o01371402 where 001371402 is the individual
number—cf. Example 25.

This option is set to false by default.

In addition you can also refer to a document via its doi-number—cf. Examples 9 and 33

If you want or don’t want to have the online references printed you can enable or dis-
able the fields with jstor=false, urn=false, zenon=true, doi=false etc. as preamble
option.

7.3 Brackets (with @Inreference)

Ensure you stick to the correct order of parentheses and brackets. The rule says that
within a pair of parentheses you have to use square brackets. Citing @Inreferences can
lead easily to a false behaviour when you put it in parentheses. This is an example how
it should not be done:

\cite[vgl.][930 Nr. 283]{Neils1994}.

(vgl. LIMC 7.1 (1994) 930 Nr. 283 s. v. Theseus (J. Neils)). WRONG!

This example shows that the correct order of parentheses has not been followed. Es-
pecially when you activated the preamble option inreferences=true you should use
\parencite{(bibtex-key)} instead (section 3.3), then the correct order of parentheses
and square brackets is given:

\parencite[vgl.][930 Nr. 283]{Neils1994}.

(vgl. LIMC 7.1 [1994] 930 Nr. 283 s. v. Theseus [J. Neils]). CORRECT!
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7.4 Unknown work

Sometimes it is impossible to ascertain the author or editor but you still want to cite
them. If you come along such a paper you can define a label which will be used for
citing and sorting. This is not connected to an entry type — it can be used with any
work. In the following example we use an entry type @Article:

7.5 Publication status

Sometimes you know the author of an article or a book, proceedings etc. and you get
a proof of the work beforehand. You can also cite this version of the work and provide
information about the publication status in the field pubstate. This field is usable with
all entry types provided (except @Talk). There are some predefined publication statuses
which you are recommended to use since they are translated into the used language:

Typoscript is prepared for your publication.

pubstate = {inpreparation}

Typoscript has been submitted.
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pubstate = {submitted}

Typoscript has been accepted by the journal.

pubstate = {forthcomingl}

Typescript has been edited and you have a proof version of it.

pubstate = {inpress}

Article has been published in an (online) preversion.

pubstate = {prepublished}

This following example is about an article which was accepted by the journal and so we
use pubstate = {forthcoming}:

7.7 Print the citet authors of secondary literature

In case you want to have an index about the authors you cited in your text, you can
do that quite easily. We coded it that way so authors of ancient sources (e.g. Ci-
cero) will be omitted in that index (when these entries have options={ancient} or
options={frgancient}).

First you have to activate indexing in the package biblatex:

\usepackage[style=archaeologie ,%
indexing=cite ,
(further options)]{ biblatex}

cite will enable indexing in citations only, you can also do bib which will enable index-
ing in the bibliography only. Or true so in citations and in the bibliography (false is the
default setting).

Then you have to load a package for indexing, we suggest using the package imakeidx
since you can create multiple indexes with it. If you have only one index which will be
used for the authors of secondary literature you can pass several options to it.

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Now you only need to place \printindex whre you want to have the index.

If you have the option initials activated your index will have some issues with
names that are being shortend automatically. We are working on it, see the issue
on GitHub and on TgX.sx for more information.®

@ So far we can only offer a work-around: Go into your .bbl-file which is in the same folder as

your .tex-file. Replace family={{(Ch/ Chr/Ph/ St/ Th)} with family={(Ch/Chr/Ph/St/
Th). Then compile your document one more time. You will have the initials in the text, and the
index looks fine. Be aware that after running biber you have to repeat this step.

7.8 Variant ways of entries in year/date-field

Sometimes you have a range of years of a publication because it is maybe a sequence of
volumes. Let us take as example the Lexikon topographicum urbis Romae (1993):

By the way, if you want to cite only the year of publication use \citedate{(bibtex-key)}
and not \citeyear{(bibtex-key)} since the field year will only give you the first year.
