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Abstract

This package provides a small collection of bibliography and citation styles for use with Philipp

Lehman’s biblatex package. These styles aim to match the needs of the Italian writers, particularly

those concerned in the humanities (for example the comma is used to distinguish the units of the

entry). They o�er some useful features to compose detailed bibliographic entries including the

translation data of foreign texts, annotations etc. Many options allow you to change the style

defaults. Only the Italian, English and Spanish localization is available for now but you can use the

styles with all the languages supported by babel (or polyglossia) adding simple rede�nitions.
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A brief history
The �rs step toward the creation of the philosophy-modern style was the request of Lorenzo

Pantieri in the guIt Forum: http://www.guit.sssup.it/phpbb/viewtopic.php?t=6472 (See

the discussion on http://www.guit.sssup.it/phpbb/viewtopic.php?t=6717.) Now this is

the bibliography style of L’arte di scrivere con LATEX , the most popular Italian guide to LATEX (Pantieri

and Gordini 2011).

I would like to thank who took part in the debate on guItWeb site and the authors of the styles which
inspired biblatex-philosophy, speci�cally: Dominik Waßenhoven (2011), James Clawson (2010) and
Sander Glibo� (2010).

1 Use
The styles can be loaded as usual, but to ensure Italian-style quotation marks, you need to call the

babel and csquotes packages in the preamble of your LATEX document:

Replace 〈style 〉 with classic, modern or verbose, and 〈bib�le 〉 with the name of your bibli-

ography �le (“.bib” must be declared). See the example �les in the texmf-dist/doc/latex/
biblatex-philosophy/examples.zip folder.

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To uniform the style of quotation marks in multilingual bibliographies typeset using the

babel=other package option, you can use the \DeclareQuoteAlias command:

\DeclareQuoteAlias{italian}{german}

Warning! Since version 1.6 the package requires Biber (see Kime and Charette 2016) as backend

bibliography processor so you have to set it properly in the preferences of the editor.

2 The styles

2.1 philosophy-classic

The classic style is a standard author-year style associated to a compact citation scheme which

allows to cite multiple entries of the same author and/or published in the same year, omitting some

redundant informations:

2.2 philosophy-modern

The philosophy-modern style uses the philosophy-classic style for the citations but produces

a fancy bibliography divided into blocks, which is particularly suited for bibliographies with many

entries for the same author:

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2.3 philosophy-verbose

This style is aimed for citations given in the footnotes and follows the most popular scheme used in

the Italian humanities.

It prints a full citation similar to a bibliography entry when an item is cited for the �rst time, and

a short citation afterwards, using the title (possibly shortened in the shorttitle �eld), followed by

the string “cit.”. Citing the same entry two times, in the second one the string “Ivi” is used; citing the

same place of the previous citation you will have “Ibidem”:

When there is only one entry for the same author, with the singletitle=true option the string

“op. cit.” is used instead of the (short) title followed by “cit.”:

All the scholarly abbreviations (latinitates) but “cit.” are printed by default in normal font. With

the latinemph option (section 4.2.2) you can get them in italic shape.

3 Specialities
The �rst simple and trivial characteristic of these style is that they use commas instead of dots to

separate the parts of the entry, according to the most common Italian tradition. But the do much

more, of course.

3.1 Related entries
The philosophy styles use the mechanism provided by the related �eld to typeset complex entries

comprising both the original publication data and the translation data (see Poincaré 1968). Previous

versions of the styles provided a di�erent mechanism to manage translations. This feature is now

deprecated and it is still supported only for backward compatibility. See section 6.1 for details.

Since Biber 1.6 you can have cascading relations too (see Popper 1934).

The related entry is preceded by the translationas string which defaults to “trad. it.” for Italian

documents and “trans. as” for English documents. If you want to change it, use the relatedstring
�eld. For example:

3.2 Classical works
The treatment of the classical works and other writings with uncertain or omitted date is particularly

di�cult and inevitably imposes some choices.

If a critical edition exists you should cite it directly, such as Heidegger (2001). If you do not like

this anachronistic label you may use the shorthand �eld, such as Kant (1968b [henceforth cited as

KpV]). Note that a “shorthand intro” is automatically printed when the entry is cited for the �rst

time and omitted afterwards. To turn o� this capability load the option shorthandintro=false. In

this case you will need a list of shorthands (\printshorthands command). If you do not like these

solutions you can use the entrysubtype �eld with classic value (see section 3.2) or the \sdcite
command (section 3.5).

nameaddon �eld (literal)

An addon to be printed immediately after the author name in the bibliography. It

is useful for those author known with alias, Latinized names, etc. (see Komensky

1969).

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entrysubtype �eld (literal)

This feature is active only for the classic and modern styles. With the classic
value the citation commands will produce an author-title label. This is useful for

citing works from classical antiquity, such as Aristotle, Physics:

@book{aristotle:physics,
entrysubtype = {classic},
author = {Aristotle},
title = {Physics},

}

In the bibliography the entry is printed with the author-year label, but with the

skipbib option in the options �eld you can exclude it from the bibliography.

3.3 Crossreferences
The philosophy styles allow you to manage entries referring to other entries through the crossref
�elds. This is very useful when you have to cite two or more @incollection of the same

@collection (see Corrocher 2009; Federspil and Vettor 2009). In this way the @collection
is printed in the bibliography and is cross-referenced inside the @incollection, using the corre-

sponding author-year label (the mechanism is the same for @inbook items).

When you have to cite only one @incollection of a single @collection you have three choices:

1. use the crossref �eld (see Rossitto 1977; Termini 2007). In this case all the @collection
data are automatically printed inside the @incollection entry;

2. put the @collection data in the �elds of the @incollection entry (see Valbusa 2007). In

this case the @incollection is self-contained;

3. put the @collection data in the �elds of the @incollection entry and put the @collection
label in the xref �eld of the @incollection (see Kant 1968c,d).

With the verbose style, when citing @incollections entries, the data of the @collection are

printed entirely in the �rst citation and shortened afterwards. Anyway in the �nal bibliography the

@incollection is always complete of all the informations about the corresponding @collection.

3.4 Annotated entries
library �eld (literal)

This �eld is printed at the end of the entry, in a new period. It is aimed for secondary

informations such as the location of the texts, historical notes, etc. (see Heidegger

2001).

annotation/annote �eld (literal)

This �eld is printed in a new paragraph at the very end of the entry. It requires

the annotation package option. The default font can be changed rede�ning the

\annotationfont command (section 5.1). See the examples in the references of

this documentation.

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3.5 Citation commands
\sdcite{〈key〉}

Uses an author-title label instead of an author-year label (de�ned only for the classic
and modern styles). It is useful for some classical or undated works (see section 3.2).

Writing \sdcite[15]{guzman:sd} you will obtain: Guzmán de Rojas, Problemática.

This command is deprecated. Use the entrysubtype �eld instead (see section 3.2).

\footcitet{〈key〉}

Same as \footcite,

but with the \textcite style.

\ccite{〈key〉}

The same as \cite, but omits the author’s (editor’s) name (de�ned only for the verbose
style). Here is an example:

This topic is discussed in \cite{Rossi:2007} and in the recent
\ccite{Rossi:2008}.

This topic is discussed in P. Rossi, History of Types, La TeXnica, Verona 2007 and

in the recent Types of History, Typographica, Milano 2008.

4 Options

4.1 Global
relatedformat=semicolon, parens, brackets default: semicolon

semicolon The “related” entry is preceded by a semicolon.

parens Puts the “related” entry in parentheses.

brackets Same as the previous option but with brackets.

shorthandintro=true, false default: true

true Prints a language-speci�c expression such as “hence- forth cited as

[<shorthand>]” to introduce shorthands on the �rst citation. You can

overwrite the default expression using the shorthandintro �eld.

Note that the alternative expression must include the shorthand.

Kant (1968a [henceforth cited as KpV])

false Does not print the intro to the shorthand. Obviously, this option

requires a list of shorthands (\printshorthand command).

scauthors=true, false default: false

Prints the names (author, editor, etc.) at the beginning of the entry in small caps

shape, both in citations and in bibliography:

If you want all the names (translator, commentator, etc.) in small caps, you have to

rede�ne the \mkbibname... commands (see biblatex documentation for details).

scauthorsbib=true, false default: false

Same as the previous, but only for the bibliography.

scauthorscite=true, false default: false

Same as the previous, but only for the citations.

lowscauthors=true, false default: false

Prints the initials of the names in lowercase small capitals. For example you will

obtain donald e. knuth instead of Donald E. Knuth. If you need the uppercase

for some speci�c entries use the \MakeUppercase command.

publocformat=publocyear, locpubyear, loccolonpub default: publocyear

This option provides three styles for typesetting the “publisher/location/date” block.

It is active also for the related entry (see above) and for the orig-�elds (see section

6.1).

This option provides three styles for typesetting the “volume/number” block in

@article entries.

You can combine this option with volumeformat options and re-de�ning the

\volnumpunct command you can get other styles (see section 5.3):

volumeformat=arabic, roman, romansc, Roman default: arabic

This option provides three styles for typesetting the volume �eld:

Roman . . .Book Title, vol. XII, . . .

With the command

\DeclareFieldFormat{volume}{\bibstring{volume}~#1}

you can restore the default format for all but @article entries.

editionformat=arabic, roman, romansc, Roman, superscript default: arabic

This option provides three styles for typesetting the edition �eld:

inbeforejournal=true, false default: false

Prints the string “in” before the journaltitle in the @article entries.

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annotation=true, false default: false

Shows the annotation �eld, only in the bibliography (see also section 3.4).

library=true, false default: true

Shows the library �eld, both in the bibliography and in the citations (see also

section 3.4).

classical=true, false default: false

[only for Italian and Spanish documents] It requires babel or polyglossia.

If true it doubles the last consonant of the abbreviations such as “p.”, “vol.”, “col.”

etc. when used in the plural form. For example you will have “p.” for “page” and

“pp.” for “pages”. This habit is very common in Italian writings even if it remains

useless.

4.2 Style-specific
4.2.1 philosophy-classic and philosophy-modern

square=true, false default: false

Uses brackets instead of parentheses in the citations and in the author-year label

used in the bibliography.

nodate=true, false default: true

Prints the nodate string when year or date is missing.

yearleft=true, false default: false

[philosophy-modern only]

Prints the date �ushed left in the bibliography.

restoreclassic=true, false default: true

[philosophy-modern only]

This option can be given as an optional argument of \printbibliography:

\printbibliography[restoreclassic]

It restores the classic style in a document typeset using the modern style. It is

useful to compose a “Web List” like that at the end of this document (active only

for the philosophy-modern).

4.2.2 philosophy-verbose

latinemph=true, false default: false

Prints the latinitates “ivi” and “ibidem” in italic shape.

commacit=true, false default: false

Adds a comma at the end of the shorttitle �eld when this is followed by the

string cit.: “Descartes, Discours de la méthode, cit. ”.

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5 Customizations

5.1 Fonts
\annotationfont{〈code〉} default: \footnotesize

The font of the annotation �eld. It can be rede�ned with:

\renewcommand*{\annotationfont}{\normalsize\sffamily}

\libraryfont{〈code〉} default: \normalfont

The font of the library �eld. It can be rede�ned with:

\renewcommand*{\libraryfont}{\sffamily}

5.2 Punctuation
\volnumpunct{〈code〉} default: \addcomma\space

The separator between volume and number in @article entries. It can be rede�ned with:

\renewcommand*{\volnumpunct}{/}

5.3 Lengths
The new lengths described in this section are de�ned only for the modern style. For the other

customizable lengths see the biblatex documentation (Lehman 2011).

\postnamesep The space between author (or editor) and the �rst entry relating to him.

\yeartitle The space between year and title.

The modern style rede�nes also the following biblatex lengths:

\bibnamesep The vertical space between two blocks of authors.

\bibitemsep The vertical space between the individual entries in the bibliography.

\bibhang The hanging indentation of the bibliography.

These are the default values for the lengths used by the modern style:

\setlength{\yeartitle}{0.8em}
\setlength{\postnamesep}{0.5ex plus 2pt minus 1pt}
\setlength{\bibitemsep}{\postnamesep}
\setlength{\bibnamesep}{1.5ex plus 2pt minus 1pt}
\setlength{\bibhang}{4\parindent}

If you want to change them past these codes in the preamble of your document and modify the values

according to your needs.
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5.4 Using the styles with other languages
The languages currently supported by this package are Italian, English and Spanish.

In order to use the styles with di�erent languages, you have to de�ne in the preamble of your

document all the string not de�ned in the localization �le of the language loaded. This is a sample

code for using the styles in german documents:

Another approach is to use the \DeclareLanguageMapping command. See the documentation of

the biblatex package for details.

5.5 Date and page ranges
These style rede�nes the \bibrangedash and \bibdatedash commands in order to get a simple

hyphen (-) instead of an en dash (–) in the page and date ranges. If you prefer the en dash use the

following code:

\DefineBibliographyExtras{<language>}{%

For a consistent result you probably have to do this for all the languages loaded by babel or

polyglossia.

6 Backward compatibility
This section explain a di�erent mechanism (now deprecated) to manage entries comprising both the

original publication data and the translation data. This mechanism uses some special �elds.

6.1 Deprecated fields
The following �elds can hold the translation or the original edition data. They are precede by

the string “trans.” or “orig. ed.”, respectively according to the origfields=trans (default) or

origfields=origed option (see below). Note that the origdate/transdate �eld is needed in

order to print these �elds. Contrarily they will be ignored.

origtitle �eld (literal)

transtitle �eld (literal biber only)

The title of the translation/original edition.

origpublisher �eld (list)
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transpublisher �eld (list biber only)

The publisher of the translation/original edition.

origlocation �eld (list)

translocation �eld (list biber only)

The location of the translation/original edition.

origdate �eld (range)

transdate �eld (range biber only)

The publication date of the translation/original edition.

usera �eld (literal)

origbooktitle �eld (literal biber only)

transbooktitle �eld (literal biber only)

The title of the @collection/@book/@mvbook in which the translation/original

edition of an @article (@inbook or @incollection) is published.

The �eld is printed after the origtitle/transtitle.

userb �eld (literal)

orignote �eld (literal biber only)

transnote �eld (literal biber only)

This �eld is printed after the origtitle/transtitle. It is meat for secondary

informations about the translation/original edition, such as the name of editors,

translators, etc.:

userc �eld (literal)

origpages �eld (literal biber only)

transpages �eld (literal biber only)

This �eld is printed at the end of the entry, after the origdate/transdate �eld.

It is meant for the page range of the translation/original edition or other useful

informations. In the �rst case string “p.” is omitted.

6.2 Deprecated options
origfields=trans, none, edorig default: trans

true Prints the orig- �elds.

none Omits the orig- �elds.

origed This option cites the translation data �rst and adds the original

publication data at the end of the entry, preceded by the string

“orig. ed” (or “ed. orig.” for Italian documents).
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origed=true, false default: true

Same as the previous but can be set on a per-entry basis in the options �eld. (see

Lobačevskij 1994).

origfieldsformat=semicolon, parens, brackets default: semicolon

Deprecated. Use the relatedformat option instead.

semicolon The translation/original publication data are preceded by a semi-

colon.

parens Puts the translation or the original publication data in parentheses.

brackets Same as the previous option but with brackets instead of parentheses.

References
The bibliography style of the document is philosophy-modern, but in this list of references we use
philosophy-classic through the restoreclassic option. This is particularly useful for typese�ing Web
lists which.
