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1 Introduction

This package helps simulate animation in PDF documents. You put some content
on the page, then you “click” and the pages ends, while the content gets copied to
the next page. There, you add new content. In the full-screen presentation mode
this will look like animation, similar to what you can get with MS PowerPoint.

You can make it shorter, with the help of \plick{} and \plush{} commands:

If you need to render the document without animation, just use the static
package option.
