The hep-reference package applies some light convenience modifications to the
reference, citation and footnote macros after loading standard classes improving
on the default LATEX behaviour.

\cref{⟨key⟩} in order to write ‘figure 1’. Furthermore, the cleveref package allows
to reference multiple objects within one \cref{⟨key1,key2⟩}.

Citations are adjusted to not start on a new line in order to avoid the repeated use\cite
of ~\cite{⟨key⟩}.
