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1 Introduction

The package mdbch consists of a full set of mathematical fonts, designed to be combined with
Bitstream Charter as the main text font'. All the BIjX files needed are also provided, as well as
some driver configuration files.

Provided fonts cover the full family of symbol of plain TgX and BIEX, the full set of the
American Mathematical Society (Ap4S) symbols, the Ralph Smith’s Formal Script symbol fonts
(RSFS). Some extra symbol are also defined. Bold versions of all these symbols are provided.

All these symbols have been modified in shape (slightly), weight and size to match the
Bitstream Charter font family.

This document describes the definition specific to the mdbch font family. Please read
mathdesign-doc.pdf for more informations.

1.1 Requirements

A complete TiX installation is required. In particular, the Bitstream Charter font family must be
already present on your system. It is probably the case, as these fonts are now distributed with
all the main TgX distribution.

1Bitstream Charter is the font used in this document.



You only need the binary outline font files of the Bitstream Charter font. If your TgX hierarchy
is TDS compliant, you will find these files in the directory

$TEXMF/fonts/typel/bitstream/charter

where $TEXMF is the root of your TgX hierarchy (e.g. /usr/local/texmf).
If these files are not present on your system, create the previous directory, download the
following files

bchr8a.pfb bchri8a.pfb bchb8a.pfb bchbi8a.pfb

from a CTAN repository? and place all the files in the directory.
A recent TgX distribution is recommended (e.g. MikTgX v2.2 or later, teTgX v2.0 or later) as
the configuration is really simple with the updmap utility.

1.2 The name of the game

The abbreviation mdbch is a nickname for Math Design Bitstream Charter.
The first two letters (md) stand for the Math Design project. The last three letters are the
nickname of Bitstream Charter using Karl Berry’s fontname conventions.

1.3 Copyright notice

The fonts MathDesignBCH font family is the symbol font family provided by the Math Design
project. This program is free software; you can redistribute it and/or modify it under the terms
of the GNU General Public License as published by the Free Software Foundation; either version
2 of the License, or (at your option) any later version.

3.1 Configuration file

The configuration files mdbch . cfg is loaded with the mdbch package. You can put in these file
all the commands that BIEX should load with mdbch. Please see the mdbch. cfg file provided
for more informations.
