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Package everysel, written by Martin Schroder, is incompatible with the definition of \selectfont
redefined by pIATEX kernel. For this reason, when using everysel, font selection scheme for Japanese
characters goes wrong. The package pxeverysel provides a patch for everysel to work with pITEX font
selection.
