The command \nat will choose a hat randomly from six hats:

o & - A beret

e & - A Santa hat

e ™ - A Scottish hat

o ® - A sombrero

Variables can be given a non-random hat, using the command \hatn:

e \hatn{a}{1} produces m

\hatn{a}{2} produces ™

\hatn{a}{3} produces ®

e \hatn{a}{4} produces &
