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Abstract

The standard document classes allow you to typeset beautiful documents but
their layout is quite far from the stylistic requests of some humanists (mainly
Italian). The suftesi class provides a set of “humanistic” page layouts, title styles
and heading styles to typeset theses, books and articles. The styles are very simple
and sober and also have the aim of finding an aesthetic harmony in its formal
simplicity. They are largely inspired by some interesting readings, particularly
Bringhurst (1992), Tschichold) (1975) and|Morison| (1936).
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1 Class features

Loaded packages

The class loads the following packages: beramono, caption, color, enumitem, emptypage, extramarks,
fancyhdr, fixltxhyph, fontenc, geometry, ifxetex, mathpazo, microtype, multicol, textcase,
titlesec, titletoc, xkeyval.

1.1 Page layouts

The class provides five page layouts. The standard layout (set by default) is aimed to typeset standard
A4 documents, while the other four layouts are particularly suitable to typeset books and article. See
table[Ilfor details.

1.2 Font

The default font for body text is Palatino designed by Hermann Zapf. Using XgI8TgX, the IBIEX default
font (Computer Modern) is loaded and the font options are turned off. The sans serif font is Iwona

designed by Janusz M. Nowacki. This choice has been inspired by Larte di scrivere con BIEX (Pantieri
and Gordini|2011).

1.2.1 Using different fonts

If you prefer to use other fonts (such as those provided by fourier or 1ibertine packages), remember
to load the defaultfont=standard class option which turns off the default font settings. Moreover
pay particular attention in choosing the Greek font.

1.2.2 Greek alphabet

The default font for the Greek text is Artemisia by the Greek Font Society which is particularly suitable
for Palatino. With the porson option you can use the Porson font by the Greek Font Society. The
greekfont=cbgreek option allows you to use the standard CB Greek font (see figure[1) This option is
also activated by the defaultfont=standard option (see section[2).

The first code for the Porson font has been written by Enrico Gregorio. Claudio Beccari successively
added the code to improve the scale factor when using this greek font in combination with Palatino.



1.3 Frontispiece

The class has an original frontispiece now directly available loading the frontespizio package (Gre{
gorio|2009, version 1.4 or later) with the suftesi option (see figure[2):

2 Options

The suftesi class defines new options to customize the style of page, titles, headings and other text
elements. You can also use all the options difined by book class except those modifying the page layout
(abpaper, bbpaper, legalpaper, executivepaper and landscape).

2.1 Page Styles

documentstructure=book, article default: book

book For typesetting texts with chapters.

article  This option is particularly suitable to typeset articles or short theses (that is
without chapter division).

pagelayout=standard, periodical, compact, supercompact, elements default: standard

standard Prints an A4 typeblock (see table[I|for details).

periodical Prints a typeblock of 17cm x 24cm on an A4 paper, showing the crop
marks (see table[I]for details). This style is expecially meant for theses. The
crop=false option disables the crop marks.

periodicalaureo Similar to periodical but with a golden ratio text area of 120cm x
194mm.

compact  The same as periodical but with a typeblock of 16cm x 24cm (see table[]]
for details).

low Prints lowercase small capitals.
upper Prints small capitals without changing the case.

2.3 Headings

headerstyle=inner, center, plain, authortitleinner, authortitlecenter, default: inner
elements
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inner Prints the chapter title and the string “Chapter n” in the inner side respec-
tively of even and odd headers, and the page number in the outer side.

center Centers the header and footer and puts the page number in the center of the
footer.
plain Prints no headers and puts the page number in the center of the footer.

authortitleinner Printsthe author’s name on the even pages and the title on the odd
ones. In order to use this option the \title and \author commands are
required.

authortitlecenter As the previous one but with centered headers and footers.

elements Prints the chapter title and the section title in the margin respectively of
even pages and odd pages. The page number is put in the outer side of the
footer. This is the style loaded by the option style=elements.

headerfont=roman, italic, smallcaps default: roman
roman Prints the headers in roman.
italic Prints the headers in italic.

smallcaps Prints the headers in SMALL CAPS.

2.4 Footnotes, lists, quotations

quotestyle=center, right default: center

center Indents the block quotations on both the left and right margins.
right Indents the block quotations only on the left margin.

quotesize=footnotesize, small default: footnotesize

footnotesize Prints the block quotationsin \footnotesize size.
small Prints the block quotations in \small size.
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footnotestyle=bulged, hung, dotted, superscript default: bulged

bulged The footnote number protrudes beyond the left margin.

hung Indents the footnote text, so it will ‘hang’ under the first line of the text.
dotted The footnote number is aligned to the left margin and followed by a dot.
superscript Prints a superscript footnote number aligned to the left margin.

fewfootnotes=true, false default: false

Uses symbols instead of numbers to mark footnotes It is active only if your document
has three footnotes per page maximum. The symbol sequence is: *, **, ***. With more
footnotes you should not need this option.

liststyle=bulged, aligned, indented default: bulged

bulged The item number or symbol protrudes beyond the left margin.
aligned  Aligns the lists to the left margin.
indented Prints standard indented lists.

captionstyle=standard, elements default: standard

standard Prints a standard caption in small size.
elements As the previous one but in sanserif font.

2.5 Fonts

The font options are available only with BTEX. Using XqI4TEX the default font is the Computer Modern
but you can change it through the fontspec or mathspec packages. With this engine I surely suggest
the Junicode font family available in your TgX Live installation.

It simply executes the oneside and
nocrop=false option and redefines the \crop command so you do not
need to comment it if it is used in the document.

final Prints the output on a A4 paper, hiding the crop marks.

false Prints a PDF with page dimensions according to the pagelayout option. It
is similar to version=screen but it does not execute oneside option and
it does not redefine the \crop command.

The section title is in
italic in styles 1-6 and in SMALL CAPS in styles 7-12. There are three position
for the title and two positions for the number as above (see pages[24}).
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smallcaps(1-12) The titles of chapters and headers are in SMALL CAPS. The title of the
section is in italic in styles 1-6 and in SMALL CAPS in styles 7-12. There are
three position for the title and two positions for the chapter as above (see
pages[24}).

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4 New commands
The class defines the following new commands.

This command is for use with option authortitle if the title is too long or has some breaks.

This command is provided only for Italian documents. It prints a page with a copyright notice
and the colophon in the bottom. For different languages use the \bookcolophon instead (see
below).

If you don’t need the copyright notice, leave the second argument of the command empty:

With the article option, you can use the \artcolophon command (see below) or the \thanks
command:

Prints an unnumbered introduction at the beginning of the chapter, with the correct hyperlink.
In order to use this command the hyperref package must be loaded.
