Poster Tutorial #1

Welcome to the poster tutorial!

We start at the very begin with an empty poster.

In this tutorial, we use A3 sized paper in landscape format which can be set up with the geometry package. Naturally,
we need the tcolorbox package with at least the poster library loaded.
At begin, we only choose the number of columns (4) and rows (5) and we display a help grid.
