This package doesn’t
attempt to parse. or otherwise interpret. the argument. of \index., nor does it
attempt to produce a well-designed index. Its purpose is to help you test. your
chosen design., which is easier to do with a relatively small test document., than
with a large book.. The .dummy text is intended to produce an index. that is
at least three pages long to allow you to test the page headers and footers in
a two-sided document.
