1 Introduction

Anthologies may be printed with the author alongside each title in the table of contents.

Many commonly-recommended methods for doing this with IXTEX, such as those
linked to in section 2, place the author above or below the title and page number, but
seldom on the same line.

The tocdata package provides some basic infrastructure to help add some information
to a line in the table of contents, after the title and just before the page number. This
function requires the use of either the titletoc or tocloft packages.

Additionally, user-level macros are provided which add the author’s name to a chapter
or section, and add the artist’s name and optional additional text to a figure. Author
and artist names are also added to the index.

As examples of the use of these high-level macros, the major section headings of
this documentation have the author’s name applied, and additional illustrations are
supplied as well. The results are demonstrated in the table of contents, list of figures,
and the index.

3 How to use tocdata

— Brian Dunn

This section shows how to use the tocdata package.
There are several layers of macros:
¢ The lowest level provides the basic infrastructure for inserting information into
the table of contents, along with hooks for the titletoc and tocloft packages.

¢ The intermediate-level macro is \tocdata, which may be used to manually
add a piece of data to a \chapter, \section, or \caption. \tocdatafont is also
provided to control the appearance of this data in the Toc/LOF.

* At the highest level is a sample implementation of user-level macros which
provides an easy way to create chapters, sections, and figures with associated
authors and artists, along with supplemental information for figures, and auto-
matic index entries.

3.1 Basicsetup

3.1.1 Preamble

tocdata requires the use of either the tocloft or titletoc package.

In the preamble, use:
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\dottedcontents
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\usepackage{tocloft}
\usepackage{tocdata}

If using titletoc: Note that the user should not use the \dottedcontents
macro, as this is not patched for use with tocdata. Use \titlecontents
instead, inserting the \TD@usetocdata macro as shown below.

3.1.2 Font control in the ToCc/LOF

To control the font used for the author on the table-of-contents line, the default is:

You may change to other font options, such as:

3.2 Mid-level applications

Should the user only wish to add a bit of text into the Toc/LOF, the \tocdata macro
may be used just before the sectioning or caption command, as shown next.

3.2.1 Adding ToC data per section

Before each \chapter or \section which is to have an author or other data:

\tocdata{toc}{Author's Name}
\chapter{Chapter Title} -or- \section{Section Title}

3.2.2 Adding LoF data per figure

Before each \caption which is to have an artist:

You may wish to print the artist’s name in the figure as well.

3.3 High-level user macros

Additional macros are given in section 4.5. These are user-level sectioning and cap-
tioning commands which add the names to the Toc and LOF, and also add the artist’s
name and optional additional text to a figure (as in Figure 4), and also add the names
to the index. An optional prefix and suffix may be attached to the names (as in Figure
3), and these will be printed at the section heading or caption, but not in the Toc/LOF
or in the index.

These macros may be ignored or modified as needed.

3.3.1 Sectioning commands with authors

To use these macros, do not use \tocdata as shown above, but instead use, in the
place of \chapter:

\chapterauthor[\TOC\ entryl{Title}[Prefix]{First}{Last}[Suffix]

or, in the place of \section:

\sectionauthor[\TOC\ entryl{Title}[Prefix]{First}{Last}[Suffix]

3.3.2 Figure captions with artist names and add’l text

For figures, in the place of \caption:

\captionartist[\LOF\ entryl{Title}[Text][PrefixJ{First}{Last}[Suffix]

If you are using the optional prefix, the optional text must also be given, even if it is
empty. For example, use:

\captionartist{Title}|\textcolor{red}{|[]1|}|[Sirl{Isaac}{Newton}

If only one optional argument is given before the first name, it will be interpreted as
the optional text, not as the optional prefix.

3.3.3 Formatting in sections and figures

To change the formatting of the author names printed after each chapter or section,
or to remove them entirely, use these macros, as described in section 4.5 on page 16.

To change the formatting of a figure’s artist’s name and optional text, use these macros,
also described in section 4.5.

3.3.4 Text justification

To change the text jusification of the name below a figure, use one of the tdname macros
before the figure. All following figures use the selected justification until it is changed
to another.

To change the text jusification of the additional text below a figure, use one of the
txtext macros before the figure. All following figures use the selected justification
until it is changed to another.

Below, the tocdata code section contains the low-level code used to place the data
into the table of contents and list of figures, as well as the code to control the font used

while doing so.

Next are sections used to support titletoc and tocloft.

Finally, the high-level macros are provided. The user may ignore or redefine these as

desired.

4.5 User-level macros

Example user-level macros follow.

These macros are in addition to the standard sectioning and caption commands,
adding first and last names for the table of contents and list of figures. For chapters
and sections, the author’s name with optional prefix and suffix are also added below
the title. For figures, \captionauthor also prints the figure’s artist’s name with optional
prefix and suffix just below the figure.

The regular sectioning and caption commands may still be used for anything which
does not have an author/artist name.
