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Using varsfromjobname.sty one can easily extract information from the file-
name, if it follows a certain form. The LaTeX command \jobname returns the
name of the LaTeX file. If the filename consists of tokens separated by hyphen
we can easily extract certain tokens that can be used inside the document. The
package expects the filename to be of the form
one-two-three-four-five-six-seven-eight-nine.tex
and offers the following commands:
