In addition,xdvipdfmx is yet another incarnation. It is used as the back enxketex(1) and is
not intended to be woked directly.

dvipdfmx recognizes s&ral commonly usedspecial commands, which are extensions to the
DVI format. Specificallyit understands color specials, papersize specials, tpic specials (which
allow it to be wsed withpic), hypertex specials, and some PostScript specials. Thesmsions

allow documents to contain coldigures, and yperlinks. Theprogram tries to mimic the beha

ior of dvips where possible, so that mamacro packages produced for use vdttips will also

work with dvipdfmx. In addition, understands itsva specific\special commands to alle
access to PDF features such as annotations and bookmarks.

dvipdfmx uses the&kpathsealibrary for locating the files that it opens. Hence, theirenment
variables documented in thepathsea libary documentation influencevipdfmx. It also uses
the value of the environment variable TMPDIR as the directory to search for thumbnail images of
each page.
