DESCRIPTION

Dvitodvi rearranges pages from a DVI file, creating & B¥/I file. Dvitodvi can be used to per
form a lage number of arbitrary re-arrangements of Documents, including arranging for printing
2-up, 4-up, booklets, versing, selecting front or back sides of documents, scaling, etc.

If pagespes ae separated by the pages will be merged into one page; if/tae separated by
they will be on separate pages. If there is only one page specification pagtmo zero, the
pageno may be omitted.

The -w option gives the width which is used by th& dimension specifierand the—h option
gives the height which is used by thedimension specifieMhese dimensions are also used (after
scaling) to set the clipping path for each page.

Dvitodvi normally prints the page numbers of the pages re-arrangedgtbption suppresses
this.
