DESCRIPTION

Dvitodvi rearranges pages from a DVI file, creatinga B¥1 file. Dvitodvican be used to
perform a large number of arbitrary re-arrangements of Documents, including arranging for
printing 2-up, 4-up, booklets, versing, selecting front or back sides of documents, scaling, etc.

modulois the number of pages in each block. The valuaaduloshould be greater than 0; the
default value is 1.

The valuepaftne in
eachspecshould be between 0 (for the first page in the block)naodulel (for the last page in
each block) incluse. The optional dimensionsoff andyoff shift the page by the specified
(positive) amount. xoff andyoff are in PostScripd’ points, but may be followed by the unis
orin to corvert to centimetres or inches, or the flagr h to specify as a multiple of the width or
height. Ifthe optional minus sign is specified, the page is veldiithe end of the document,
instead of the start.

If pagespes ae separated by the pages will be merged into one page; if/the separated by
they will be on separate pages. If there is only one page specificationpagi¢ho zero, the
pagenomay be omitted.

The-w option gves the width which is used by thve dimension specifieend the—h option
gives the height which is used by thadimension specifieThese dimensions are also used (after
scaling) to set the clipping path for each page.

Dvitodvi normally prints the page numbers of the pages re-arrangeef thigtion suppresses
this.
