gftodvi uses other fonts in addition to the mginfile. A ‘gray’ font is used to typeset the pixels
that actually mad up he characte(We wouldn’t want all the pixels to be simply black, since
then labels, &y pints, and other information would be los)' title’ font is used for the
information at the top of the page. A ‘label’ font is used for the labelepmpdints of the figure.
A ‘slant’ font is used to typeset diagonal lines, which otherwige babe $mulated using
horizontal and vertical rules. The default grétye, and label fonts argray, cmr8, and cmtt1Q
respectrely; there is no default slant font.
