BUGS
If the mode is not specifiedmktexpk tries to determine it frorbdpi. The manner in which this
is done is primitre. Sincebpdi doesnt provide sufficient information to uniquely determine a
mode it is strongly recommended that it be specified explicitly.

If the mode andbpdi don’t match, themode is discarded.

Thedpi parameter is redundant, but is not checked for consistétiorse, the program will fail
if the wrongdpi is specified.
