The typical use of pdfjadeX is with a pregenerated formats for which PDF output has been
enabled. Thedfjadetex command uses the egdient of the plain JadgX format.

pdfiade EX’s handling of its command-line arguments is similar to thaf T

OPTIONS
This version of pdfjadgX understands the following command line options.

--fmt format
Use format as the name of the format to be used, instead of the name by which pdf-
jadeEX was called or && line.

--help Print help message and exit.

--ini Be pdfinitex, for dumping formats; this is implicitly true if the program is called as
pdfinitex.

--interaction mode
Sets the interaction modeThe mode can be one dfatchmode, nonstopmode,
scrollmode, and errorstopmode. The meaning of these modes is the same as that of the
corresponding \commands.

--ipc  Send DVI or PDF output to a satkas well as the usual output file. Whether this option
is available is the choice of the installer.

--ipc-start
As --ipc, and starts the server at the other end as well. Whether this opticalablke
is the choice of the installer.

--kpathsea-debugbitmask
Sets path searching dedging flags according to the bitmask. SeeKpathsea manual
for details.

--maketexfmt
Enable mktexmt, where fmt must be one atex or tfm.

--no-maketexfmt
Disable mktexXmt, where fmt must be one afex or tfm.

--output-commentstring
Usestring for the DVI file comment instead of the date.

Pretend to be prograname. This affects both the format used and the search paths.

Br example, if you
say tex paper and the current directory is not writable, if TEXMFOUTPUT has the
value /tmp, pdfjade X attempts to creatétmp/paper.log (and /tmp/paper.pdf, if any
output is produced.)
