Since PDF viewers such as Adabécrobat Reader dcroread’) do not automatically refresh
the display when the PDF file changes, thisle can be more cumbersome than desirEue
pdfopen program provides the ability to automate the reloading of the PDF document when it is
changed.

Note: there seems to be little need gdfcloseunder GNU/Linux, since (unl&the situation for
MS windows) acroread does not lock the PDF file, which would peat pdftex (or a DVI to

PDF cowerter) from creating a me version of the PDF output fileHowever, pdfcloseis pro-
vided in case someone finds it useful.

DESCRIPTION
pdfopen searches for an instance of the specified (@wgfPDF viewer displaying the specified
PDF file. If there is already an instance of theegiviewer displaying the gen file, the viever
is instructed to reload the file. If no such instance is fopdfhpen attempts to run the specified
viewer on the specified document.

The default viewer isdcroread’, which could start ghone of a humber ofersions of Acrobat

Reader depending on what is installed on your systarowever, the commands to reload the
current document vary from one versionagforead to another; consequentiy you are using a
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version ofacroread other than AR9, you should explicitly specify the viewer program.

This version opdfopenaccepts the following viewer options:

ar9, ar9-tab, ar8, ar7, ar5, xpdf, and evince

pdfclose searches for one of the aleoFDF viewers displaying the ggn file and instructs the
viewer to "close" the winds. In most cases, the PDF viewer continues to run, possiloydiss
playing just a blank wind®. (This behaviour varies somewhat from one PDF viewer to another.)

PORTABILITY AND A VAILABILITY
These programs kia keen tested on Slackware64 Version 14.1 andveofeer versions / distri-
butions of GNU/Linux. The code is reasonably generic and shoal wut of the box using
most recent X11 implementationgReports to the contrary are welcome, particularly ifythe
come with robust fixes.)

These programs are designed for X11-based systems. If you serfieti@ompiled versions of
these programs on a system using another wirsgietem, thg are very unlikely to be of gnuse
to you.

CAVEATS
If you usear9-tabto reload the PDF document and the instanacadread with the given docu-
ment is currently displaying some other document, the command causes your document to be dis-
played, but not reloaded.

pdfopen works by looking for a winde with a name (winde title) matching that expected for
the gven viewer and document. If for some reason youmses windov name is not as
expected pdfopen may not work for you.

With at least AR9 and some windananagers, usingdfopen to reload the document\gs
focus to theacroread window, even though the mouse cursor is not necessarily in that windo
This can be anrying. The-reset_focusoption can be used to deal with this problem.
