The prefix character ‘_’ indicates that the page number isvel@tithe end of the document,
counting backwrds. If just this character with no page number is used, a blank page will be
inserted.

The-r option causepsselecto output the selected pages inarse order.
Psselecnormally prints the page numbers of the pages rearrangetl) thigtion suppresses this.

If any of the-r, —e, or —0 options are specified, the page range must\@n giith the—p option.
This is for backwards compatibility with previous versions.

NOTES
The page numbergn to psselectis the number of the page counting from the start or end of
the file, starting at one. The actual page number in the document may be different.
