TEXMFOUTPUT

Normally, TeX puts its output files in the current directory any output file cannot be
opened there, it tries to open it in the directory specified in the environmeable
TEXMFOUTPUT. There is no default value for thaanable. Br example, if you say
tex paper and the current directory is not writable, if TEXMFOUTPUT has thieies
Itmp, TeX attempts to creatétmp/paper.log(and /tmp/paper.dvi if any output is pro-
duced.) TEXMFOUTPUTis also checked for input files, agXToften generates files
that need to be subsequently read; for input, nfixesf (such as.tex”) are added by
default, the input name is simply checked a®mi

TEXINPUTS
Search path fokinput and\openinfiles. Thisprobably start with'.” , so hat user files
are found before system files. An empty path component will be replaced with the paths
defined in thetexmf.cnffile. For example, set TEXINPUTS to ".:/home/user/tex:" to
prepend the current directory and “/home/user/texthe standard search path.

Irfact, mary of these gten-
sions conflict to a greater or lesser extent with the definitiopXf Whensuch extensions are
enabled, the banner printed whegXBtarts is changed to prifieXk instead offeX.

This version of gX fails to trap arithmetic\@rflow when dimensions are added or subtracted.
Cases where this occurs are rare, but when it does the gergvatile will be invalid.
