DEFICITS
This program was written since itag not easily possible to extract the parser from the old
makeinde system. Therefore it does not find all errors in the input amtiesindexl) version.

Additionally it uses only the detilt input specifiers ahakeindexl). If other input specifiers (cf.
manual page ofmakeindexl)) are needed, the input specifiers (starting from the pattern
KEYWORDBee below) must be changed and the program must be recompiled.

The particular missing feature is configuration of the quote and the actual characters, maybe also
the escape, subitem ¢k#), and encap characters. Argument and range delimiters seem to be less
of a problem.

In fact, input markup handling (and thtex2xindy) should be incorporated into thendy
kernel, to be able to specify configuration in xindy style files.
