Under normal circumstancelsngr  will install packages which are weon the serer, as
described abee under—-all . This option preents aty such automatic installation, either
for all packages (witk—all ), or the gven pkghames.

Under normal circumstancesmgr will not install packages that xa keen forcibly
removed by the user; that is, remmed with remove ——force , or whose installation as
prohibited by-—no—auto—install during an earlier update.

You can set options via thaption  action to automatically create backups for all packages,
and/or keep only a certain number of backups. Please septitve action for details.

timgr always males a temporary backup when updating packages, in case of download or
other failure during an update. In contrast, the purpose oftfiackup option is to allav

you to sae a rsistent backup in case the actoahtentof the update causes problems,
e.g., introduces an incompatibility.

Therestore  action explains he to restore from a backup.

——no-depends
If you call for updating a package normally all depending packages will also be checked for
updates and updated if necessa@hjs switch suppresses this behavior.

——no—depends—at-all
See abee underinstall (and bavare).

——force
Force update of normal packages, without updatinggr itself (unless the-—self
option is also gien). Notrecommended.
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Also, update —-list is still performed rgardless of this option.

If the package on the server is older than the package already installed (e.qg., if the selected mirror
is out of date)fimgr does not dengrade. Alsopackages for uninstalled platforms are not
installed.

TLMGR CONFIGURATION FILE
A small subset of the command line options can be set in a config fillenfpr  which resides

in  TEXMFCONFIG/timgr/config . By default, the config file is in
“/.texliveYYYY/texmf-config/timgr/config (replacing YYYY with the year of
your TeX Lie installation). This immot TEXMFSYSVARso that the file is specific to a single
user.

In this file, empty lines and lines starting with # are ignored. All other lines must look like
key = value

timgr allows searching and listing of various categorizations, which wetaahomies as
provided by an enhanced TeX Catalogueailable for testing at <http://az.ctangat). Thisis
useful when, for example, you dorknow a fecific package name butveaan idea of the
functionality you need; or when you want to see all packages relatingvensagga.

There are three different taxonomies, specified by the following options:

——keyword
The keywords, as specified at <http://az.ctan.oegfiord>.

——functionality
The ‘by-topic” cateyorization created by J\"'urgen Fenn, as specified at
http://az.ctan.@/characterization/by—function <http://az.ctag/oharacterization/by-
function>.

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MULTIPLE REPOSITORIES
The main EX Live repository contains a vast array of packagdevertheless, additional local
repositories can be useful to pide locally-installed resources, such as proprietary fonts and
house styles. Also, alterna#i package repositories distribute packages that cannot or should not
be included in TeX hie, for whateer reason.

The simplest and most reliable method is to temporarily set the installation sourcg to an
repository (with the-repository or option repository command line options), and
perform your operations.

When you are using multiple repositoriegeina dustained time, heever, explicitly switching
between them becomes inwenient. Thus,it's possible to telltimgr about additional
repositories you want to use. The basic commarnidnigr repository add . The rest of
this section explains further.

When using multiple repositories, one of them has to be set as the main repagiiohy
distributes most of the installed packages. When you switch from a single repository installation
to a multiple repository installation, the previous sole repository will be set as the main
repository.

By default, &en if multiple repositories are configured, packagessélieonly installed from the
main repository Thus, simply adding a second repository does not actually enable installation of
arything from there.You dso hare b gecify which packages should be ¢akfrom the ne
repository by ecifying so-called “pinning’rules, described next.

Pinning
When a packagbo is pinned to a repositarg packagefoo in ary other repositoryeven if it
has a higher revision numbaeuill not be considered an installable candidate.

As mentioned abe, by default eserything is pinned to the main repositoryet’s now go
through an example of setting up a second repository and enabling updates of a package from it.

Within the main display there are three main partsDisplay configuration area, the
list of packages, and the action buttons.

Also, at the top right the currently loaded repository isvghdhis also acts as a button and when
clicked will try to load the defult repository To load a different repositorgee thetlmgr menu
item.

Finally, the status area at the bottom of the wimdyves alditional information about what is
going on.

Select packages matching for a specific patt&ydefault, this uses the same algorithm as
timgr search , I.e., searchesverything: descriptions, taxonomies, and/or filenames.

You can also select grsubset for searching.

Selection
Select packages to those selected, those not selected, or all.'dg¢bzeted’ means that the
checkbox in the beginning of the line of a package is ticked.

Display configuration buttons
To the right there are threeitbons: select all packages, select none (a.k.a. deselect all), and
reset all these filters to the defaults, i.e. wshlb available.

The second are of the main display lists all installed packdfesrepository is loaded, those
that are aailable but not installed are also listed.

Double clicking on a package line pops up an informational wingivh further details: the long
description, included files, etc.

The other toggles are all foby default: for debugging output, to disable the automatic
installation of nev packages, and to disable the automatic rafnaf packages deleted from
the serer. Playing with the choices of what is or ismhstalled may lead to an inconsistent
TeX Liveinstallation; e.g., when a package is renamed.

Actions menu

MACHINE-READABLE OUTPUT
With the ——machine-readable  option, timgr writes to stdout in the fed line-oriented
format described here, and the usual informational messages for human consumption are written
to stderr (normally the are written to stdout). The idea is that a program can get all the
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information it needs by reading stdout.
Currently this option only applies to the update, the install, and the option actions.

The runtime and esttot fields are only present for updated and auto-install packages, and
contain the currently passed time since start of installation/updates and the estimated total time.

Line endings may be eitheF or CRLF depending on the current platform.
