xindy is the formatter-indepedent command of xinthg flexible indexing system. It takes avrandex as
input, and produces a nged, sorted and tagged index. Merging, sorting, and tagging is controlled by xindy
style files.

Files with the rev index are passed as arguments. If no arguments are passedythredea will be read
from standard input.

xindy is completely described in its manual that you will find on its Web Site, http://imdy.oig/. A
good introductionary description appears in the indexing chapter of the LaTeX Companion (2nd ed.)

If you want to produce an inddor LaTeX documents, the commatecindy(1) is probably more of inter
est for you. It is a wrapper faindy that turns on manLaTeX cowentions by default.
