The chkwebtool, included in theChkTeXdistribution will do just this; writing similar scripts
should be trivial.

When dewebstrips avay the C code from your CWEB source, it tries to presdine breaks.

This means that the error reporfiom <your favorite tool>will be correct rgarding to line
numbers. In most cases, the column position will also be correct. This significantly simplifies
finding the errors in théaTeX source (in contrast to the output frasweavewhich output is

truly difficult to figure anything out from).

dewebaccepts a list of filenames on thgwanent line, and will send its output sedout. If no
filenames are gen, it will read from stdin, acting as a filt&fo gptions are currently accepted.

Macho users may try to pipe the output frdewebdirectly into LaTeXtheoretically this should
work. This would ease the debugging of thaTeXcode significantlyas whenLaTeXcomplains
about wrong syntax, you'll be able to find the erroneous line much more &asily expect that
the output looks very much Bkihe final one, though.

dewebshould nev understand all corre@WEBopcodes. If it complains about not understanding
a aorrect opcode, please inform the author.
