DESCRIPTION
dvi2tty corverts a TeX I¥I-file to a format that is apprporiate for terminals and lineprinters. The
program is intended to be used for preliminary proofreadingefdd documents. By dailt
the output is directed to the terminal, possibly through a pager (dependingvdhehprogram
was installed), but it can be directed to a file or a pipe.

The output leges much to be desiredubis still usefull if you want towaid walking to the laser

printer (or whateer) for each iteration of your document.

Sincedvi2tty produces output for terminals and lineprinters the representation of documents is
naturally quite primitre. Fontchanges are totally ignored, which implies that special symbols,
such as mathematical symbols, get mapped into the characters at the corresponding positions in
the "standard"” fonts.

If the width of the output text requires more columns than fits in one line (c.f. the —w option) it is
broken into seeral lines bydvi2tty although thg will be printed as one line ongelar TeX out-

put devices (e.g. laserprintersp dhow that a broken line is really just one logical line an aster
isk (“*" ") in the last position means that the logical line is continued on the next physical line out-
put by dvi2tty. Such a continuation line is started with a a space and an asterisk in thedfirst tw
columns.

Options may be specified in the environment variabld2DTY. Any option on the command-
line, conflicting with one in the environment, willaride the one from the environment.

—o file Write output to file “file”.

—p list Print the pages chosen by lisNlumbers refer to TeX-page numbers (known as
\count0). Anexample of format for list is'1,3:6,8” to choose pages 1, 3 through 6 and
8. Neaive rumbers can be usedaztly as in TeX, e g -1 comes before -4 as in
“—p-1:-4,17".

—P list Like —p ecept that page numbers refer to the sequential ordering of the pages in the
dvi-file. Neyaive rumbers dort’'make a bt of sense here...

-wn  Specify terminal widtm. Legd range 16—132Default is 80. If your terminal has the
ability to display in 132 columns it might be a good idea to use —w132 and toggle the
terminal into this mode as output will probably look somewhat better.

—q Don't pipe the output through a pagerhis may be the default on some systems
(depending on the whims of the SA installing the program).

—f Pipe through a page$PAGER if defined, or whater your SA compiled in (often
“more’). This may be the default,ubit is still okay to redirect output with>"’, the
pager will not be used if output is not going to a terminal.

-F Specify the pager program to be usdthis overides the $RGER and the default pager
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—Fprog
Use ‘prog” as program to pipe output into. Can be used to choose an alternate pager (e
g “-Fless").

- Mark pagebreaks with the two-character sequeficé.' The default is to mark them
with a formfeed character.

-u Don’t make any dtempts to find special Scandinavian characters. If such characters are
in the text thg will map to ‘a” and “o’’. Thisis probably the default outside of Scandi-
navia. (The SA made the decision when the program was installed.)

-s Try to find the special Scandivian characters that on most (?) terminals in Scandi-
navia are mapped to{f}[\]' ’. This can be the default, and output from files not contain-
ing these special characters will be identicghrdless of this option.
