Bnts used may either
be resident in the printer or defined as bitmaps in PK files, or a ‘virtual’ combination oflboth.
the mktexpk program is installeddvips will automatically irvoke METAFONT to generate
fonts that dort'aready exist.

Theadkfvalue of this parameter is resolution
dependent. Allwing individual characters to ‘drift’ from their correctly rounded posi-
tions by a fev pixels, while rganing the true position at the beginning of eackv ne
word, improves the spacing of letters in words.

makesdvips attempt to generate an EPSF file with a tight bounding box. This only
works on one-page files, and it only looks at marks made by characters and rules, not by
ary included graphicsin addition, it gets the glyph metrics from thin file, so charac-

ters that lie outside their enclositigh box may confuse it. In addition, the bounding

box might be a bit too loose if the character glyph has significant left or right side bear
ings. Nonethelesshis option works well for creating small EPSF files for equations or
tables or the lik. (Note,of course, thatvips output is resolution dependent and thus
does not mak very good EPSF files, especially if the images are to be scaled; use these
EPSF files with a great deal of care.)

The upper left corner of each page in ttei file is placed one inch from the left and

one inch from the top. Use of this option is highly dependent on the configuration file.
Note that gecuting theletter or a4 or other PostScript operators cause the document to
be nonconforming and can cause it not to print on certain printers, so the paper size
should not recute such an operator if at all possible.

Causes bitmapped fonts to be compressed beforerthelownloaded, thereby reducing
the size of the PostScript font-downloading informati&specially useful at high reso-
lutions or when very large fonts are us#&ftlill slow down printing somewhat, especially
on early 68000-based PostScript printers.
