sive). “:43” means eerything up to and including page 43 (includinggaé/e-numbered
pages). @ get all &en-numbered pages, useven”; to get all odd-numbered pages, useld”.

If a Table of Contents has g&ive page numbers,:' 1" will select it. Note that™ ' must be
guoted from the shell; the empty string is morevenient to use, if harder to read.

Instead of \countalues,dviselectcan also select by “absolute page number”, where the first
page is page 1, the second page 2, and so fAlikolute page numbers are indicated by a lead-
ing equal sign's’". Rangesof absolute pages are also allowed: “dviselect =3vfll extract the
third through seenth pages.Dot separators are notgla in absolute ranges, and there are no
negaive asolute page numberdven/odd specifiers, meever, are leggd; “dviselect =even”
selects eery other page, starting with the second.

More preciselyan asterisk or an empty string implies no limit; an equal sign means absolute
page number rather than \counts; a leading colon meangreng up to and including the\gn

page; a trailing colon meanseeything from the gren page on; the wordéven” means only

even values shall be accepted; the woatid” means only odd values shall be accepted; and a
period indicates that the next \count should xenened. Iffewer than 10 ranges are specified,
the remaining \counts are left unrestricted (that1s5” and “1:5.*’ are equvalent). A single
numbern is treated as if it were the rangen. An abitrary number of page selectors may be
given, separated by commas or whitespace; a page is selectgdoif the selectors matches its
\counts or absolute page number.

Dviselect normally prints the page numbers of the pages selected; dpdon suppresses this.

Chaptensormally begin on ng pages, and do not suffer from this
particular problem.

The heuristic that decides whiclgaments are page selectors and which are file names is often
wrong. Usingshell redirection or the —i and —o options is safest.

Dviselectdoes not adjust the parameters in the postambieeMeg snce these values are nor
mally used only to size certain structures in the outpuwesion programs, and the parameters
never need to be adjusted upward, this has note@rao be a poblem.
