Project, which was established under thgis®f DANTE e.V during 1992. The aims of the
project are to perpetuate andzelep the spirit and philosogtof TeX, whilst respecting Knutls’
wish that X should remain frozen.

e-TeX can be used in twvdifferent modes: itompatibility modet is supposed to be completely
interchan@ble with standardgK. In exended modseveral nev primitives ae added thatfili-
tate (among other things) bidirectional typesetting.

An extended mode format is generated by prefixing the name of the source file for the format
with an asterisk (*). Such formats are often prdixvith an ‘e’, hencetexas the extendedey-

sion oftex andelatex as the extended version latex. Howeva, eplain is an exception to this

rule.

Theeinitex andevirtex commands are g=X’'s analogues to th&itex andvirtex commands. In
this installation, the are symbolic links to thetex executable. Thessymbolic links may not
exist at all.

e-TeX's handling of its command-line arguments is similar to that of the oglémpiograms in
theweb2cimplementation.

Normally, e TeX puts its output files in the current directody any output file cannot be
opened there, it tries to open it in the directory specified in thieoement \ariable
TEXMFOUTPUT. There is no defult value for that ariable. Br example, if you say
etex paper and the current directory is not writable, if TEXMFOUTPUT has thiees
/tmp, e-TpX attempts to creatémp/paper.log(and/tmp/paper.dviif any autput is pro-
duced.)

TEXINPUTS

user files are found before system files. An empty path component will be replaced with
the paths defined in thdexmf.cnf file.
