The TeX Lwve installer works across all supported platforms and allows to ingt&llLive from
various media, including the netrk.

The basic idea of TeX i installation is to choose one of the topdeschemeseach of which is
defined as a different set obllectionsandpackajes, where a collection is a set of packages, and
a package is what contains actual files.

Within the installeryou can choose a scheme, and further customize the set of collections to
install, but not the set of the packagd®. do that, remee the undesired packages after installa-
tion withtlimgr (see reference below).

The default ischeme—full , to install everything, and this is highly recommended unless your
disk space is serely limited.

If the repository is on the network, trailimgcharacters and/or trailinfijpkg  and/ar-
chive components are ignored:or example, you could choose a particW@IAN mirror
with something lile this:

Of course a real hostname and its particular teg-leTAN path hae o be pecified. The
list of CTAN mirrors is &ailable at <http://ctan.org/mirrors>.

The default is to pick a mirror automaticallyusing <http://mirrorctan.org/sys-
tems/texie/tinet>; the chosen mirror is used for the entiresload. You can use the spe-
cial repository nametan as an abbreation for this. See <http://ctan.org> for more about
CTAN and its mirrors.

After installation is complete, you can use that installation as the repository for another
installation. Ifyou chose to install less than the full scheme containing all packages, the list
of available schemes will be adjusted accordingly.

Instead of auto-detecting the current platform use the aea gn the cmd line. Mak sure
that there are binaries for this platform and/tben actually be run.

—profile profile

Load theprofile file for repeated installations on different systemsprofile contains the
values of all necessary variable for the installation. After normal installation has finished a
profile for that &act installation is written into DEST/tipkgiiéve.profile. That file can be
used to do the exact same installation on a different computer.

You can also hand-craft such a profile starting from a generated one by changingasome v
ues. Normally a profile has to contain tteue 1 for each collection that should be installed,
even if the scheme is specified. That follows from the logic of the installer that you first
select a scheme and then can change the actual collections being installed.

There is one exception to this: If the profile contains a variableelected_schemandno
collection variable is defined in the profile, then the collections which the specified scheme

—custom-binpath

In case your architecture is not supported bX Tive aut of the box and you ke huilt

your own binaries for your system, this option ahloto gve the pathto a directory where
ready made binaries for your system are present. The installation will continue as normally
but at the end all files fronpathare copied wer to bin/custom  in your installation folder

and this directory will be added to the path for the postinstall actions.
