DESCRIPTION
The TeX Lwve installer works across all supported platforms and allows to ingt&llLive from
various media, including the netrk.

The basic idea of TeX i installation is to choose one of the topdeschemeseach of which is
defined as a different set obllectionsandpackajes, where a collection is a set of packages, and
a package is what contains actual files.

Within the installeryou can choose a scheme, and further customize the set of collections to
install, but not the set of the packageBo do that, remee the undesired packages after
installation withtimgr  (see reference below).

The default ischeme—full , to install everything, and this is highly recommended unless your
disk space is serely limited.

Ifyou chose to install less than the full scheme containing all packages, the list
of available schemes will be adjusted accordingly.

For backward compatibility and camnience,——location  and--repo are accepted as
aliases for this option.

—non-admin
For Windows only: configure for the current usast for all users.

—portable
Start the installer for portable use—-—-but use tthportable scripts instead of this
option.

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—print-arch
Print the detected arch-os combination and exit.

—force—arch arch-os
Instead of auto-detecting the current platform use the aea gn the cmd line. Mak sure
that there are binaries for this platform and/tben actually be run.

—profile profile
Load theprofile file for repeated installations on different systemsprofile contains the
values of all necessary variable for the installation. After normal installation has finished a
profile for that &act installation is written into DEST/tipkgiiéve.profile. That file can be
used to do the exact same installation on a different computer.

You can also hand-craft such a profile starting from a generated one by changing some
values. Normally a profile has to contain thalue 1 for each collection that should be
installed, gen if the scheme is specified. That fel® from the logic of the installer that

you first select a scheme and then can change the actual collections being installed.

There is one exception to this: If the profile contains a variableelected_schemandno
collection variable is defined in the profile, then the collections which the specified scheme

—custom-binpath
In case your architecture is not supported bX Tive aut of the box and you ke huilt
your own binaries for your system, this option ahloto gve the pathto a directory where
ready made binaries for your system are present. The installation will continue as normally
but at the end all files fronpathare copied wer to bin/custom  in your installation folder
and this directory will be added to the path for the postinstall actions.

——persistent—-downloads

——no-persistent—-downloads
For net installs, actiating this option ma&s the installer try to set up a persistent connection
using the Net::WP Perl module. This opens only one connection between your computer
and the server per session and reuses it, instead of initiatingy a@owanload for each
package.

This option is turned on by default, and the installation programallilbéck to using wget
if this is not possible. If you want to disable usagevef and persistent connections, please
use——no-—persistent—-downloads

—debug-translation
In GUI mode, this switch mastimgr report ay missing, or more likely untranslated,
messages to standard errbtelpful for translators to see what remains to be done.
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—g Omit normal informational messages.

-v Include debugging messages; repeat for maximum debugging, as #v . (Further
repeats are accepted but ignored.)

—lodfile file
Write both all messages (informational, debugging, warningflefan addition to standard
output or standard error.

If this option is not gien, the installer will create a log file in the root of the writable
installation tree, for xample,/usr/local/texlive/YYYY/install-tl.log for
theYYYYrelease.

The TeX Live oot directory contains a shell scripptportable.sh and aDOS batch file
tl-portable.bat which start up a e shell and command prompt in which TeXvkei an
be run with minimal impact on the host system. These files stairistgl-tl with the
—portable  option for some minimal preparation. Doose this option directly; it makeery
specific assumptions about its environment.
