The basic idea of TeX iz installation is to choose one of the topeeschemeseach of which is
defined as a different set obllectionsandpackajes, where a collection is a set of packages, and
a package is what contains actual files.

Within the installeryou can choose a scheme, and further customize the set of collections to
install, but not the set of the packagd®. do that, usdlmgr (reference below) after the initial
installation is completely.

The default ischeme—full , to install everything, and this is highly recommended.

The wizard mode user interface asking onlyva daestions before installing all of
TeX Live. This is the default on Windows systems.

perltk

The epertGUI installer providing access to more options. It can also be selected
by giving the—gui option without ag module or, on Windows by running
install-tl-advanced.bat

The perltk  and wizard modules, and thus also when calling with a simpigii
(without modulg requires the Perl/Tk module (<http://tugytiexlive/distro.html#perltk>);
if Perl/Tk is not &ailable, installation continues in text mode.

(only for GUI installer) If possible, start the installer translated into the language specified by
the 2-letter ISO 639-1) language code (with the exception for selecting simplified or
traditional Chinese).

After installation is complete, you can use that installation as the repository for another
installation. Ifyou chose to install less than the full scheme containing all packages, the list
of available schemes will be adjusted accordingly.

For backward compatibility and caenience,——location  and--repo are accepted as
aliases for this option.

—all-options

Normally options not mgarding the current platform are not strm Giing this cmd line
option allows to configure settings in the final tipdb that do na¢ hay mmediate effect.

—custom-binpath

If you have huilt your owvn binaries for your system (probably because your platfoasm w

not supported by TeX ke aut of the box), this option allows you tovgi the pathto a
directory where the binaries for the current system are present. The installation will continue
as usual, bt at the end all files fronpath are copied wer to bin/custom in your
installation folder and this directory will be added to the path for the post-install actions.

—debug-translation
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In GUI mode, this switch mastimgr report ay missing, or more likely untranslated,
messages to standard errbtelpful for translators to see what remains to be done.
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——help, —help, =7
Display this help and exit.

—logfile file
Write both all messages (informational, debugging, warningiefan addition to standard
output or standard error.

If this option is not gien, the installer will create a log file in the root of the writable
installation tree, for xample, /usr/local/texlive/YYYY/install-tl.log for
theYYYYrelease.

—force—platform platform
Instead of auto-detecting the current platform, plagform Binaries for this platform must
be present and thienust actually be runnable, or installation wdilf —force—arch is a

synonym.

—no—cls
(only for text mode installer) do not clear the screen when enteringvameau (for
debugging purposes).

—non-admin
For Windows only: configure for the current usast for all users.

——persistent—-downloads

——no-—persistent-downloads
For net installs, actiating this option ma&s the installer try to set up a persistent connection
using the Net::lWP Perl module. This opens only one connection between your computer
and the server per session and reuses it, instead of initiating/ @owenload for each
package.

This option is turned on by dailt, and the installation program will fall back to using
wget if this is not possible.To dsable usage ofwWP and persistent connections, use
——no-persistent—-downloads

—portable
Install for portable use on e.gU$B stick. Also selectable from within the perltk— angtte

installers.

—-in—place
This is a quick-and-dirty installation option in case you alreadse @ rsync— or svn
checlout of TeX Lie. It will use the checkout as-is and will just do the necessary post-
install. Be warned that the file tipkgitere.tipdb may be rewritten, that rerab has to be
done manuallyand that the only realistic &y to maintain this installation is to redo it from
time to time. This option is notvalable via the installer intesice. USE AT YOUR ONN
RISK.

—print—platform
Print the TeX Lve identifier for the detected platform (hardware/operating system)
combination to standard output, and exiprint—arch is a synonym.

—profile profile
Load the fileprofile for repeated installations on different systems. This is useful for batch
or scripted installation of TeX Le, that is, no user interaction is required.

A profile file contains all the values needed to perform an installatifter a normal
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installation has finished, a profile for that exact installation is written to the file
DEST/tlpkg/texlve.profile. Thatfile can be gien as he argument te-profile  to redo

the exact same installation on afeiiént system, of ample. Alternatiely, you can create

a austom profile by starting from a generated one and changing values.

Normally a profile has to specify thaluel for each collection to be installedsen if the
scheme is specified. This follis from the logic of the installer in that you can first select a
scheme and then change the collections being instaéllatithere is one exception to this,

for corvenience: If the profile contains aawable for selected_scheme and no
collection \ariables are defined in the profile at all, then the collections which the specified
scheme requires are installed.

Thus, a lineselected_scheme scheme-medium together with the definitions of the
installation directories TEXDIR, TEXMFHOMETEXMFLOCAL TEXMFSYSCONFIG
TEXMFSYSVARsuffices to install the medium scheme with all default options.

—g Omit normal informational messages.

—schemescheme
Schemes are the highestdeof package grouping in€lX Live; the default is to use the
full  scheme, which includesveything. This option overrides that defult. You can
change the scheme again before the actual installation with the usual Wenscheme
argument may optionally wva a pefix scheme-. The list of supported scheme names
depends on what your package repository provides; see the imeraetiu list.

-v Include debugging messages; repeat for maximum debugging, as #v . (Further
repeats are accepted but ignored.)

—-Version, —version
Output version information andi¢ If —v has been gen the revisions of the used modules
are reported, too.

As usual, all options can be specified with either ——, and aguments can be separated from
their options by either a space=ar

ENVIRONMENT VARIABLES
For ease in scripting and debging, install-tl will look for the following erironment
variables. Thg are not of interest in normal user installations.

TEXLIVE_INSTALL_ENV_NOCHECK
Omit the check for environment variables containing the stiéxg. People deeloping
TeX-related software are likely to Y many such variables.

TEXLIVE_INSTALL_NO_CONTEXT_CACHE
Omit creating the ConTeXt cache. This is useful for redistributors.
