mktexpk is typically called by other programs, rather than from the command line.

mktexpk accepts the following options:
--bdpi num
Set the base device resolution.
--dpi num
Generate the font at resolutioam.

--help  Print help message and exit.

--mag mag
The METAFONT magnification that corresponds to the combinatiobdpi anddpi that
has been specified.

--mfmode mode
The METAFONT mode to use.

--destdir dir
A directory name. If the directory is absolute, it is used a®therwise, it is appended
to the root destination directory set in the script.

--Version
Print version information and exit.

BUGS
If the mode is not specifiedmktexpk tries to determine it frorbdpi. The manner in which this
is done is primitie. Since bpdi doesnt provide suficient information to uniquely determine a
maode it is strongly recommended that it be specified explicitly.

If the mode andbpdi don't match, themode is discarded.

The dpi parameter is redundant, but is not checked for consistéfiorse, the program willail
if the wrongdpi is specified.
