Mmpfb creates a normal, single-master PostScript font from a multiple master font by interpola-
tion.

The fontsmmpfb creates are interpolated at avltevd to remove nultiple master instructions
from individual characters. Therefore, yhean be used by programs that damrmally under
stand multiple master fonts, liks2pk(1).

Mmpfb supports fonts with intermediate masterse lldobe Jenson andelgler It can also cre-
ate AMCP (Adobe Multiple Master Coearsion Program) files for use bynmafm(l); see
——amcp-info below.

The font agument is either the name of a®ér PFB font file, or a PostScript font name. If you

give a bnt namemmpfb will find the actual outline file using the PSRESOUR®BER environ-

ment variable. This colon-separated path is searched for ‘PSres.upr’ files, an Adobe method for
indexing PostScript resources.

You can also gie the name of a multiple master font instanceg lidinionMM_367_400_12_".
Mmpfb will parse the font name and create that instance for you. ‘PSres.upr’ files must be set up
for this to work.

Do not minimize the output font definition. By deft, mmpfb removes extra PostScript
code and dictionary definitions from the font. Supply-th@o—minimize option to &oid
this behavior.

TROUBLESHOOTING
The "IBM" Type 1 font interpreter shipped as part of the X font servepa2pk (among others)
is inappropriately strict about PostScript code embedded in a font.-Fhimimize option (nav
the default) fixes this problem.

Some versions of Adobe Acrobat Distiller may reporatfiihg: unable to embed font X.vhiid
character outline data" when distilling an instance generateiyyfb. This is due to a limita-

tion in the number of font subroutines Distiller can accept. (Multiple master fonts, and the single-
master fonts generated bhympfb, tend to hae a bt of subroutines.) Try limiting the number of
subroutines in the generated font with teubrs option.
