Because the resolution is part xiethe e
sion, it would not ma& ®nse to append a defauktension as is done withgX or DVI-reading
software. If nooutput_fileis specified, the plain text translation is written to standard output.

The output file gies acompact encoding of the packed encoding, usingeetions described in
the source code. Run lengths of black pixels alternate with parenthesized run lengths of white
pixels, and brackets are used to indicate whemasiould be repeated.

pktype looks for pk_fileusing the environment variable PKFONTS. If that is not set, it uses the

variable TEXPKS. If that is not set, it uses TEXFONTI®.that is not set, it uses the system
default.
