The search string is a perl regular expression f§eelee (1)), which gves you lots of fleibility.
The search-and-replace function also uses pgekrgyntax, lut you can also just use simple
strings. Currently there is no way toseahanged files.

MENU
Use the right mouse button to open a menu.

File : Currently only used to exit the program
Edit : Copy selections, select or unselect all

Search: Open aFind dialog that allows further searching through the displayed results. The
Replaceoption can be used to replace single or all occurrences of a string, but currently
it is not possible to change the file.

View: Select specific lines, and adjust word or character wrapping.
