TeX Live is olganized into a fer top-level schemeseach of which is defined as a different set of
collectionsandpackayes, where a collection is a set of packages, and a package is what contains
actual files. Schemes typically contain a mix of collections and packages, but each package is
included in exactly one collection, no more and no ldsstallation can be customized and
managed at arievd.

OPTIONS
The following options talmgr are global options, not specific toyaaction. All options,
whether global or action-specific, can beegiat any place and in arbitrary ordefhe first non-
option argument will be the main action. In all casespption and—optionare equwalent, and
an=is optional between an option name and its value.

—-repository url|path
Specifies the package repository from which packages should be installed or updated,
overiding the default package repository found in the installatici®X Live Pakage
DatabaseTLPDB, afile namedexlive.tlpdb ). Thedocumentation fomstall-tl
has more details about this (http://tug/texlive/doc/install-tl.html
<http://tug.org/texire/doc/install-tl.html>).
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——repository changes the repository location only for the current run; toenaak
permanent change, usption repository (see the option action).

For backward compatibility and caenience,——location ~ and--repo are accepted as
aliases for this option.

——gui [action]
You can give this option together with an action to be brought directly into the regpecti
screen of th&Ul. For example, running

timgr ——gui update
starts you directly at the update screen.

——gui-langllcode
Normally theGuUI tries to deduce your language from thgiemment (on Vihdows via the
registry on Unix via LC_MESSAGES If that fails you can select a different language by
giving this option a tw-letter (SO 639-1) language code (with the exception for selecting
simplified or traditional Chinese). Currently supported (but not necessarily completely
translated) are: English (en, default), Czech (cs), German (de), French (fr), Italian (it), Dutch
(n), Polish (pl), Russian (ru), Slak (sk), Sloenian (sl), Serbian (sr), Viethamese (vi),
simplified Chinese (zh-cn), and traditional Chinese (zh-tw).

——machine-readable
In lieu of the normal output intended for human consumption, write to standard output in a
fixed format more suitable for machine parsin§ee the ‘MACHINE-READABLE
OUTPUT" section belav for details.

timgr logs all package actions (install, revepupdate, failed updates, failed restores) to a
separate log file, by dafilt TEXMFSYSVAR/web2c/timgr.log . This option allows you
to select a different file for that. This is separate from normal logging; for that, see the
option-v below, and TeXLive:: TLULtils.

——pause
This option makstimgr wait for user input beforexaing. Usefulon Windows to aoid
command windows disappearing.

——persistent—-downloads

——no—persistent—-downloads
For net installs, actiating this option makes timgr try to set up a persistent connection using
the Net::LWP Perl module. This opens only one connection between your computer and the
server per session and reuses it, instead of initiatingv@lownload for each package.

This option is turned on by default, and timgr will fall back to using wget if this is not
possible. If you want to disable usage loffP and persistent connections, please use
——no-persistent—downloads

——no—execute—actions
Suppress thexecution of the gecute actions as defined in the tlpsrc files. Only use at your
own risk.

——debug-translation
In GUI mode, this switch mastimgr report ay missing, or more likely untranslated,
messages to standard errbtelpful for translators to see what remains to be done.
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The standard options for TeXJda programs are also accepted:help/-h/-? , ——version
—g (no informational messages)y (dehugging messages, can be repeatdet) the details
about these, see the TeXki: TLUtils documentation.

The ——version  option shows version information about the TeXe release and about the
timgr  script itself. If paired with-v, revision number for the used TeXue Rerl modules are
shown, too.

Update all installed packages excepttforgr itself. Thus,if updates tdlmgr itself are
present, this will simply ge a eror, unless also the option-force or ——self is given.

In addition to updating the installed packages, during the update of a collection the local
installation is (by default) synchronized to the status of the collection on thes, $erboth
additions and remals.

This means that if a package has been weth@n the server (and thus has also been
removed from the respecte wllection), timgr  will remove the package in the local
installation. Thids called ‘auto—-remae” and is announced as such when using the option
——list . This auto-remeaal can be suppressed using the optieimo—auto-remove

Analogously if a package has been added to a collection on the server that is also installed
locally, it will be added to the local installationThis is called ‘auto—install’ and is
announced as such when using the optietlist . This auto-installation can be
suppressed using the optieano—auto—install

An exception to the collection dependgnchecks (including the auto-installation of
packages just mentioned) are those thae lmen “forcibly remwed” by you, that is, you
calledtimgr remove ——force on them. (See theaemove action documentation.Jo
reinstall ay such forcibly remweed packages use-reinstall-forcibly-removed

If you want to exclude some packages from the current update run (e.g., duendiak3lo
see the-—exclude option belov.

——self

Updatetimgr itself (that is, the infrastructure packages) if updates to it are present. On
Windows this includes updates to thevgiie Perl interpreter shipped inside TeX/é.i

If this option is gven together with either—all or a list of packages, theélmgr will be
updated first and, if this update succeeds, thevaesion will be restarted to complete the
rest of the updates.

If this option specifies a package thaiuld otherwise be a candidate for auto-installation,
auto-remweal, or reinstallation of a forcibly renved packagetimgr quits with an error
message.

Under normal circumstancésngr tries to remge packages which ha dsappeared on
the serer, as ascribed abee inder——all . This option preents aty such remeadls, either
for all packages (witk—all ), or the gven pkgnames.

——no-auto-install[pkd...

Under normal circumstancéisngr  will install packages which are weon the serer, as
described abee uinder—-all . This option preents aty such automatic installation, either
for all packages (witk—all ), or the gven pkgnames.

Furthermore, after thémgr run using this has finished, the packages that wowie been
auto-installedwill be consideed as forcibly emoved So, if foobar is the only ne
package on the serydinen

timgr update ——all ——no—-auto-install

Under normal circumstancesmgr will not install packages that ¥ been forcibly
removed by the user; that is, remed with remove ——force , or whose installation as
prohibited by-—no—-auto—-install during an earlier update.

This option makstlimgr ignore the forcible remals and re-install all such packages.
This can be used to completely synchronize an installation with ther'sédea of what is
available:

These tw options control the creation of backups of packagefore updating; that is,
backup of packages as currently installéfdneither of these options arevgn, no backup
package will be sed. If ——backupdir is given and specifies a writable directory then a
backup will be made in that location. If onry-backup is given, then a backup will be
made to the directory previously set via tition  action (see beliw). If both are gren
then a backup will be made to the specitigdctory.

You can set options via thaption  action to automatically create backups for all packages,
and/or keep only a certain number of backups. Please septitbe action for details.

timgr always makes a temporary backup when updating packages, in casenbtbatb or
other failure during an update. In contrast, the purpose oftfliackup option is to allev
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you to sae a rsistent backup in case the actoahtentof the update causes problems,
e.g., introduces an incompatibility.

Therestore  action explains ha to restore from a backup.

——no-depends
If you call for updating a package normally all depending packages will also beedHeck
updates and updated if necessa@hjs switch suppresses this behavior.

——no—depends—at-all
See abee underinstall (and bavare).

——force
Force update of normal packages, without updatinggr itself (unless the--self
option is also gien). Notrecommended.

Also, update —-list is still performed rgardless of this option.

If the package on the server is older than the package already installed (e.qg., if the selected mirror
is out of date)fimgr does not dengrade. Alsopackages for uninstalled platforms are not
installed.

backup [-—clean[=N]] [-—backupdir dir] [--all | pkd]...
If the ——clean option is not specified, this action makes a backup of them gackages, or all
packages gen ——all . These backups arev&d to the value of the-—backupdir  option, if
that is an existing and writable directoy——backupdir is not gien, thebackupdir  option
setting in theTLPDB is used, if present.

The optional
integer \alue N may be specified to set the number of backups that will be retained when
cleaning.

The docfiles  and srcfiles options control the installation of their respeetifles of a
package. By deiult both are enabled (1). This can be disabled (set to 0) if disk spaesys (v
limited.

The optionsautobackup andbackupdir  determine the defaults for the actiomgdate |,
backup andrestore . These three actions need a directory in which to read or write the
backups. If-—backupdir is not specified on the command line, tlaekupdir  option \alue

is used (if set).

Theautobackup option (de)actiates automatic generation of backupis. value is an intger.

If the autobackup value is—1, no backups are renved. If autobackup is O or more, it
specifies the number of backups ®egk. Thuspackups are disabled if the value is 0. In the
——clean mode of thébackup action this option also specifies the number to be kept.

To stupautobackup to -1 on the command line, use either:
timgr option autobackup infty

The —— avdds having the-1 treated as an option(—— stops parsing for options at the point
where it appears; this is a general feature across most Unix programs.)

The last three options control behaviour on indédws installations. |If
desktop_integration is set, then some packages will install items in a sub-folder of the
Start menu fortimgr gui , documentation, etc.If fileassocs is set, Whdows file
associations are made (see alsopbstaction  action). Finally if multiuser  is set, then
adaptions to the registry and the menus are done for all users on the system instead of only the
current user All three options are on by default.

This is tile texconfig conf call, but works
on all supported platforms.

With eitherconf texmf  or conf timgr given in addition, shavs all key/value pairs (i.e., all

If key is given in addition, shows the value of only that/gh key in the respecti file.
If valueis given in addition, key is set tovaluein the respecte file. No error checking is done!

Practical application: if thexecution of (some or all) system commands\watel8  was left
enabled during installation, you can disable it afterwards:

Warning: The general facility is here, but terkng with settings in this way is very strongly
discouraged. Aain, no error checking is done, sy a@ort of breakage is possible.

For fmtutil and the language files, this is normal, and both the TeX ih&taller andimgr
routinely callgenerate for them.

For updmap, howeve, timgr doesnotusegenerate by default, because the result would be
to disable all maps which % been manually installed viapdmap-sys ——enable , e.g., for
proprietary or local fonts, which has been the standard method for adding fonesXto T
installations for years.Rather the generate action only incorporates the changes in the
——localcfg  file mentioned belw.

Notwithstanding the abe, if you only use the fonts and font packages within TeweLand
rigorously maintain your local fonts (if any) usingpdmap-local.cfg , there is nothing
wrong with usinggenerate updmap . It can be helpful in mang from release to release,
especially We wse it ourselves to generate thdmap.cfg file in the live urce repositoryIf
you want to commit yourself to usingupdmap-local.cfg , you can set the
generate_updmap option andimgr will run generate updmap  for you on update.

In ary case,timgr updates and maintains the fingpdmap.cfg in TEXMFSYSCONFIG
(while the other generated files are TEXMFSYSVAR because that is the location that
updmap-sys (viatcfmgr ) historically uses.

Special consideration for updmap.cfg: in addition to font map files, this file specifies the setting
of five gotions:  dvipsPreferOutline , LwW35 dvipsDownloadBase35
pdftexDownloadBasel4 , and dvipdfmDownloadBasel4 . The defaults for these as set

in updmap-hdr.cfg  are usually fine. If you ant to change them, you can include changed
settings for ay or dl of these fiv gptions in yourupdmap-local.cfg file and thg will be
respected bgenerate updmap .

CONFIGURATION FILE
A small subset of the command line options can be set in a config filenfpr  which resides
in  TEXMFCONFIG/timgr/config . By default, the config file is in
"I.texlive2010/texmf-config/timgr/config . This isnot TEXMFSYSVAR that
the file is specific to a single user.

In this file, empty lines and lines starting with # are ignored. All other lines must look like
key = value

where the allowed dys ae gui—expertmode  (values 0 or 1)persistent—-downloads
(values 0 or 1l)auto-remove (values 0 or 1), andui—-lang (values lile the command line
arguments).persistent—-downloads , gui-lang , and auto-remove correspond to the
respectte mmmand line options of the same nangeli—-expertmode  switches between the
full GUI and a simplifiedsUI with only the important and mostly used settings.

timgr allows searching and listing of various categorizations, which wetaahomies as
provided by an enhanced TeX Catalogueailable for testing at <http://az.ctang). Thisis
useful when, for example, you dorknow a fecific package name butuysaan idea of the
functionality you need; or when you want to see all packages relatinguensagga.

——taxonomy
Operate on all the taxonomies.

The taxonomies are updated nightly and stored within Tel¢, LSO Internet access is not
required to search them.

The graphical user interface falmgr needs Perl/TK being installedFor Windows the
necessary modules are shipped with@XTLive, for all other (i.e., Unix-based) systems Perl/Tk
(as well as perl of course) has to be installed.

When started withlmgr gui the graphical user interface will be slha Themain windav
contains a menu bahe main displayand a status area where messages normally shown on the
console are displayed.

Within the main display there are three main parts: Display configuation, the list of
packages, and the buttons for actions. In addition to these three on the top right there istsome te
shaving the currently loaded repository (this text also acts as button and will load that def
repository).

Menu bar
The following entries can be found in the menu bar:

timgr
Provides access to load various repositories (the default as specified irlithe database,
the default network repositqri given the repository specified on the command line, and an
arbitrary other one. Furthermore is allows to duitgr .

Options
Provides access to three groups of optio@eneral (for almost all options),Paper
(configuration of default paper sizedp)atforms (only on Unix, configuration of the
supported/installed platforms), as well as some toggles to turn onfaratiotis options.

There is also a toggle f&xpert options which defaults to on. If you turn thisfahe
next time you start the&sUl a dmplified screen will be shown that exhibits only the most
important and necessary functionaliffhis setting is sad in the configuration file of
timgr , see “CONFIGURATION FILE” f or detalils.

Actions
Provides access to a variety of items, such as updating the filename database (aka Is-R,
mktexIsr texhash), rebuilding of all formatd$nftutil-sys —-all ), updating the font

map databasaupdmap-sys ), and handling of symbolic links in system directories (only
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Unix), restoring backups of packages, as well as vahad the full TeX Live installation
(only Unix).

Help
Provides access to the manual and other basic information on the instxksshy authors,
license.

Main display
The main display lists all packages, installed and, if a repository is loaded, also those that are
available but not installed.

Each line of the package list contains of the following items:

a dheckbox
used for selecting packages, some of the action buttons (see below) will work only on the
selected packages.

the package name
that is the name of the package a®mgin the database.

local revision (and version)
If the package is installed the revision of the installed package will enslibthere is a
catalogue version gén in the database for this package, it will be shown in parenthesis.

remote revision (and version)
If a repository has been loaded theis®n of the package in the repository (if present) is
shown. As with the local variant, if a catalogue version is provided it will be displayed.

short description
The short description (or title) is shown.

Double clicking on one of the lines pops up an informational windidth further details, the
long description, included files, etc.

Above the list of package there are options to configure the list of packages to viae. sho
Changing an of them will automatically update the list of packages. Théemint display
configurations are:

Status
allows selecting to shwall, only the installed, only those packages that are not installed, or
only those with packagesailable.

Category
allows to select which categories are shown.

Match
allows searching for a specific pattern. This uses the same algorittimgasearch
i.e., searches in the title, short and long descriptions.

Selection
allows restricting the list of packages to those selected, not selected, or all (selected means
that the checkbox in the beginning of the line of a package is selected).

buttons
To the right there are threautbons, one to select all packages, one to select none (deselect
all), and one to reset all filters to the defaults, i.e w<dllbavailable.

Below the list of packages there aredfituttons:
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Update all installed
This callstimgr update ——all internally i.e., tries to update allvalable packages.

Below this button there is a toggle that &® reinstallation of previously remed
packages.

The following four luttons only work on theselectedpackages, i.e., those where the
checkbutton at the beginning of the line is ticked.

Update
only update the selected packages.

Install
install the selected packages; acte tikngr install , .e., also installs dependencies.
Thus, installing a collection will install all its constituent packages.

Remore
removes the selected packages; actselitmgr remove , i.e., it will also remue

dependencies of collections (but not dependencies of normal packages).

Finally, the status area at the bottom of the windjives additional information about what is
going on.
MACHINE-READABLE OUTPUT
Given the ——machine-readable  option, timgr writes to stdout in the fed line-oriented
format described here, and the usual informational messages for human consumption are written

to stderr (normally the are written to stdout). The idea is that a program can get all the
information it needs by reading stdout.

Currently this option only applies to the update, the install, and the option actions.

Update and install actions
The output format is as follows:

The header section currently ha®tiields:location—url (the repository source from which
updates are being drawn), aothl-bytes (the total number of bytes to be downloaded).

The localrev and serverev fields for each package are the revision numbers in the local
installation and server repositoriespectiely. The size field is the number of bytes to be
downloaded, i.e., the size of the compressed tar file for a network installation, not theeghpack
size. The runtime and esttot fields are only present for updated and auto-install packages, and
contain the currently passed time since start of installation/updates and the estimated total time.

Line endings may be eitheF or CRLF depending on the current platform.
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location-url location
The location may be a url (includindile:///foo/bar/... ), or a directory name
(/foo/bar ). It is the package repository from which thevngackage information as
drawn.

total-bytes count
The countis simply a decimal numbethe sum of the sizes of all the packages that need
updating or installing (which are listed subsequently).
