updmap is a utility that creates font configuration files fdvips(1), pdftex(1), xdvi(1),
ps2pk(1), gsftopk(1), dvipdfm (1) and (sooniilvipdfmx(1). Inan ideal world, updmap would be
unnecessary -- each of these programs would read the same configuration file to learn what fonts
are aailable and har they should be treated. As things standwawer, each of these tools has
subtly different requirements and thereby needswis font configuration file.updmap creates
font configuration files for all of these programs from a single source, allowing you to essly k
all the different configuration files in sync.

updmap reads a configuration filejpdmap.cfg(5) and, depending on the options specified in
that file and on the command linggdmap will write generated map files to a directory of your
choosing (via one of the*outputdir options), or automatically determine where to place the
files.
